Research:
Fed's rate
hikes likely
to cause a
recession

NEW YORK (AP) — Can the
Federal Reserve keep raising inter-
est rates and defeat the nation’s
worst bout of inflation in 40 years
without causing a recession?

Not according to a new
research paper that concludes that
such an “immaculate disinflation”
has never happened before. The
paper was produced by a group of
leading economists, and three Fed
officials addressed its conclusions
in their own remarks Friday at a
conference on monetary policy in
New York.

When inflation soars, as it has
for the past two years, the Fed typ-
ically responds by raising interest
rates, often aggressively, to try to
cool the economy and slow price

Thompson, the primary
architect of the measure,
said that it created opportu-
nity for Hoosiers and saved
taxpayers money in the long
run.

“We’re making strate-
gic, one-time investments
that are going to affect our
citizens for decades and
decades to come,” Thomp-
son said. “It sets Hoosiers on
a great path going forward
with a lot of great opportuni-
ties.”

The budget funds a
$1,400 operations “floor”
for public and charter
schools per student, which
increases to $1,500 in the
second year. Addition-
ally, eligibility for vouchers
increases from 300 percent
of the federal poverty level
to 400 percent.

“The budget is unrea-
sonable because the stated
promise to provide real,
great (increases to the)
school funding formula for
traditional schools, from
our perspective, was not
honored,” Rep. Greg Por-
ter, D-Indianapolis, said.
“Traditional public schools
will receive an average ... of
about 6 percent in the first
year of the biennium but

vouchers receive about a 70
percent increase.”
Concerns about Kinsey
defunding

House action on Wednes-
day barred the Kinsey Insti-
tute at Indiana University,
which researches sexual
health, from receiving state
funding in the budget.

House Speaker Todd
Huston declined to com-
ment on the specific alle-
gation that Indiana Univer-
sity shields sexual preda-
tors currently but signaled
his distaste for the allega-
tions.

“I think that the introduc-
tion, the presentation of that
amendment was extraordi-
narily disappointing,” Hus-
ton, R-Fishers, said. “But
I think the majority of our
caucus just wanted to ensure
that no (public) dollars were
going to the Kinsey Insti-
tute.”

Huston said that discus-
sions were ongoing and
didn’t rule out the possibility
of restoring funding.

Senate Pro Tem Rodric
Bray (R-Martinsville) said
that he hadn’t had time to
review the amendment’s
language.

“l probably need to
(spend more time on that)
before I can really articu-
late whether it’s something
that we’ll be supportive of
or whether we’ll pull back,”
Bray said.

House Democrats were
much harsher in their con-

demnation.

“Not long ago, the GOP
was driven by ideals of free
markets, minimal govern-
ment and ‘traditional family
values.” Now it has become
the party of culture wars,”
Rep. Phil GiaQuinta, D-Fort
Wayne said in a statement.
“A Republican elected offi-
cial even implied that any-
one who has ever voted for
a state budget — because of
its funding for Indiana Uni-
versity’s research — is com-
plicit in the sexual abuse of
children.”

GiaQuinta, whose father
also served in the General
Assembly, called the Repub-
lican party of today ‘unrec-
ognizable’ when compared
to previous generations.

“This behavior doesn’t
belong on the floor of the
House or in the mainstream
of our society,” he conclud-
ed.

Senate takes cautious
approach to House budget

But the Republican cau-
cus’ leaders appeared to dis-
agree about the approach to
tax cuts and tying them to
revenue outcomes.

The two chambers
reached an agreement last
session to cut Indiana’s
income tax rate from 3.23
percent to 2.9 percent over
seven years only if revenue
growth continues and an
additional $1 billion was
appropriated to pay down
pension debt.

Huston said he trusted the

Senate Republicans, he said
that cutting revenue through
tax cuts was the only way
to reduce spending and stop
government growth.

“I’m not sure (the rev-
enue growth) guardrails
were ever really practical ...
I think they’re just unneces-
sary,” Huston said.

Bray disagreed that the
guardrails weren’t practical
or necessary, saying they
protected future state rev-
enues from economic down-
turns.

“We want to do so in a
responsible and thoughtful
way and I, frankly, think that
those guardrails probably
won’t stop,” Bray said. “If
we see (the economy) dip,
we’ll be able to have some
flexibility.”

Sen. Ryan Mishler, who
chairs the Senate Appropria-
tions Commiittee, said sena-
tors were disappointed by
the House’s $250 million
additional contribution to
the pre-1996 Teacher Retire-
ment Fund, the state’s only
unfunded pension obliga-
tion. Previous discussions
had that number at $1 bil-
lion.

“I think that should be
a non-starter, and it needs
to stay at what we agreed
to,” Mishler, R-Mishawaka,
said.

increases. Those higher rates, in turn,
make mortgages, auto loans, credit
card borrowing and business lending
more expensive.

But sometimes inflation pres-
sures still prove persistent and require
ever-higher rates to tame. The result
— steadily more expensive loans —
can force companies to cancel new
ventures and cut jobs and consumers
to reduce spending. It all adds up to a
recipe for recession.

And that, the research paper con-
cludes, is just what has happened in
previous periods of high inflation. The
researchers reviewed 16 episodes since
1950 when a central bank like the Fed
raised the cost of borrowing to fight
inflation, in the United States, Canada,
Germany and the United Kingdom. In
each case, a recession resulted.

“There is no post-1950 precedent

not entail substantial economic sacri-
fice or recession,” the paper conclud-
ed.

The paper was written by a group of
economists, including: Stephen Cec-
chetti, a professor at Brandeis Uni-
versity and a former research direc-
tor at the Federal Reserve Bank of
New York; Michael Feroli, chief U.S.
economist at JPMorgan and a former
Fed staffer; Peter Hooper, vice chair of
research at Deutsche Bank, and Fred-
eric Mishkin, a former Federal Reserve
governor.

The paper coincides with a grow-
ing awareness in financial markets and
among economists that the Fed will
likely have to boost interest rates even
higher than previously estimated. Over
the past year, the Fed has raised its key
short-term rate eight times.

The perception that the central bank

costs was reinforced by a government
report Friday that the Fed’s preferred
inflation gauge accelerated in January
after several months of declines. Prices
jumped 0.6 percent from December to
January, the biggest monthly increase
since June.

The latest evidence of price accel-
eration makes it more likely that the
Fed will need to do more to defeat high
inflation.

Yet Philip Jefferson, a member of
the Fed’s Board of Governors, offered
remarks Friday at the monetary policy
conference that suggested that a reces-
sion may not be inevitable, a view
that Fed Chair Jerome Powell has also
expressed. Jefferson downplayed the
role of past episodes of inflation, not-
ing that the pandemic so disrupted the
economy that historical patterns are
less reliable as a guide this time.

Ukraine marks one-year anniversary of war

KYIV, Ukraine (AP) —
Ukraine’s leader pledged
Friday to push for victory in
2023 as he and other Ukrai-
nians marked the somber
anniversary of the Russian
invasion that upended their
lives and Europe’s security.

It was Ukraine’s “lon-
gest day,” President Volody-
myr Zelenskyy said, but the
country’s dogged resistance
a year on has proven that
“every tomorrow is worth
fighting for.”

On a day of commemo-
rations, reflection and tears,
the Ukrainian president’s
defiant tone captured the
national mood of resilience
in the face of Europe’s big-
gest and deadliest war since
World War II. Zelenskyy,

who has himself become a
symbol of Ukraine’s refusal
to bow to Moscow, said
Ukrainians proved them-
selves to be invincible dur-
ing “a year of pain, sorrow,
faith and unity.”

“We have been standing
for exactly one year,” Zelen-
skyy said. Feb. 24,2022, he
said, was “the longest day of
our lives. The hardest day
of our modern history. We
woke up early and haven’t
fallen asleep since.”

Ukrainians wept at
memorials for their tens
of thousands of dead — a
toll growing inexorably
as fighting rages in east-
ern Ukraine in particular.
Although Friday marked the
anniversary of the full-scale
invasion, combat between
Russian-backed forces and
Ukrainian troops has raged
in the country’s east since

2014. New video from there
shot with a drone for The
Associated Press showed
how the town of Marinka
has been razed, along with
others.

The killing continued:
Russian shelling killed
another three civilians and
wounded 19 others in the
most recent 24-hour spell,
Ukraine’s presidential office
said.

Around the country,
Ukrainians looked back at a
year that changed their lives
and at the clouded future.

“I can sum up the last
year in three words: Fear,
love, hope,” Oleksandr
Hranyk, a school director in
Kharkiv, Ukraine’s second-
largest city, said.

Lining up in the capital,
Kyiv, to buy anniversary
commemorative postage
stamps, Tetiana Klimkova

described her heart as “fall-
ing and hurting.”

Still, “this day has
become a symbol for me
that we have survived for
a whole year and will con-
tinue to live,” she said. “On
this day, our children and
grandchildren will remem-
ber how strong Ukrainians
are mentally, physically, and
spiritually.”

Although China on Fri-
day called for a cease-fire,
peace was nowhere in sight.
Ukraine previously rejected
a pause in the fighting for
fear it would allow Russia
to regroup militarily after
bruising battlefield setbacks.

Zelenskyy gave qualified
support to China’s appar-
ent new interest in playing
a diplomatic role, saying:
“The fact that China started
talking about Ukraine is not
bad.”

Indiana lawmakers
discard immigrant
driving cards proposal

INDIANAPOLIS (AP)
— Indiana lawmakers have
sidelined a proposal that
would have allowed immi-
grants living in the country
illegally to obtain state-
issued cards giving them
permission to drive.

A state Senate commit-
tee had endorsed the bill in
early February. But it failed
to advance through another
committee before a deadline
this week for action.

The bill aimed to estab-
lish driver privilege cards
that are already issued in
several other states. The pro-
posal would have had Indi-
ana Bureau of Motor Vehi-
cles issue the cards to immi-
grants who pass the state’s
driving test, have paid Indi-
ana taxes in the past year,
submitted to a fingerprint
background check and pro-
vide proof of auto insurance.

Immigrant advocates
cheered the Homeland
Security and Transportation
Committee’s support for
the bill after similar propos-
als introduced over the past
decade were never taken
up in the Republican-dom-
inated Legislature. The bill,
however, didn’t gain Senate

Appropriations Committee
approval, which was needed
because of the Bureau of
Motor Vehicles’ estimated
$1.4 million cost to develop
the new license.

Getting older in more
ways than one
question that I

Saturday’s Sub
am increasingly

earning the classification of an “old
guy.” Many of my friends are five or
10 years older and will scoff at that.
They often remind me that I still don’t
have a clue. Maybe that’s why I hang
around them. But I digress already.

The point is, at 72, I seem to be
feeling those aches and pains just a
little more with each passing month.
I did not understand 99 percent
of the Super Bowl commercials. And I am also, it
seems, increasingly qualified to be considered an “old
Republican.”

I have heard that this may date back to when Richard
Lugar lost his re-election bid 10 years ago, but the lat-
est chapter of how things are changing started when our
Congressional Representative, Jim Banks, declared his
candidacy for the Indiana U.S. Senate seat that Mike
Braun is vacating in order to run for governor. There
was immediate speculation that former Gov. Mitch
Daniels was also going to run. I followed the news
mostly in the national media while traveling; the Wall
Street Journal opined that such a race would be “a pro-
ductive exercise” — it would be a contest between the
“old Republicans” and the “new Republicans.”

Although we were not home to witness them, I
understand there were some TV commercials that cast
Daniels in a negative light, saying — among other
things — that at his age (73), it might be time to retire.
Daniels, as you may remember, made it one of his prin-
ciples to never run a negative ad against his political
opponents. That’s one irony, the other being that these
same folks have no problem with their preferred can-
didate for president in 2024 being 78 years old by the
time he would ascend to the throne. But again, I digress.

The ad was paid for by the Club for Growth, an
Indiana-based political action committee led by David
Mclntosh who later wrote a letter-to-the-editor rebut-
tal to the WSIJ that distorted Daniels’ record only in
the manner that used to be reserved for Democratic
opponents. Welcome to, apparently, the new Republican
Party.

I prefer the old. It fought for balanced budgets and
responsible spending. It once eliminated Congressional
earmarks that allows senators and representatives to
get federal money spent on pet projects in their home
districts that will help them get re-elected. The practice
was voted back in by a secret-ballot vote more than a
year ago.

The old party stood for family values and some-
thing called open government. I've made repeated
requests over the past two weeks or more to Banks’
Congressional and re-election offices as to how he voted
on earmarks in November 2021. No response yet. Not
even a “none of your business.” Which is what I take no
response to mean.

Another digression: As I was doing my final tweaks
to this column Friday afternoon, George Will’s col-
umn arrived in my email. I could not help but chuckle
at one of his timely side-notes: “Affability can ruin a
Republican’s reputation with the party’s surly base.”

As you are probably aware, Daniels has decided not
to run. The state-level contributors to our Opinion page
have ruminated on that sufficiently, his reasons being
instructive as to the declining relevancy and effective-
ness of Congress itself as well as the state of the “new”
Republican Party — indeed, the state of our union. Last
week on this page, one of our conservative national
columnists reflected on how the “MAGA world attack™
on Daniels should be an early “alarm bell” for the
Republican Party. I will not re-hash their conclusions.

I have been an unabashed Daniels fan since his ten-
ure, during which I was fortunate to have a number
of one-on-one conversations. While not agreeing with
everything he did, his record of actually accomplishing
things in Indianapolis and at Purdue is remarkable. He
was my write-in candidate in the past two presidential
elections when I could not in good conscience vote for
what our political parties determined to be their best
candidates.

Meanwhile, I have become less and less a fan of Jim
Banks. I believe Jim Banks is a good person, but he
has become an even better politician. He knows which
way the Indiana Republican wind blows and it blows
towards the altar of Donald Trump.

Equally troubling is the trickle-down tendencies of
this “new” Republican Party to the state and even our
local levels, characterized for example by a) the state
party’s nomination of a secretary of state candidate
— who was subsequently elected — with whom com-
parisons can be made to the George Santos fiasco and
b) those online references back in January that Bluffton
shouldn’t be so inclusive, which would then mean it is
desired to be exclusive. And without having “insider”
information but rather as a citizen just paying attention,
it appears that the “new” is making an effort to push
out, or at least marginalize, the “old.”

If the 2022 mid-term election taught us anything, it is
that the Republican Party needs to move on from 2020,
which is an ironic thing to say about something tagged
to be “new.”

That is part of the topsy-turvy world we live in, a
world which may give us the same presidential choices
in 2024 that we had in 2020. That would mean another
write-in vote. Because I'm old.

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What Ron DeSantis got right

— and wrong — on Ukraine

Florida Gov. Ron DeSantis (R) is a professed
admirer of Ronald Reagan and is launching his
national book tour with a speech at the Reagan presi-
dential library next month. That’s good because not
since the 1980s has the world needed Reaganite lead-
ership more.

Here at home, President Joe Biden’s disastrous
policies have unleashed the worst inflation in four
decades, while abroad an expansionist Russia has
invaded one of its neighbors — and a “no limits”
partnership between Moscow and Beijing threatens
the peace and stability of the free world. Many hope
DeSantis will be the leader who can pull the country
out of its malaise and make it “Morning in America”
again. Which is why the governor’s “Fox & Friends”
interview on Monday on Ukraine was so disappoint-
ing. DeSantis’ first foray into foreign policy as a
potential 2024 standard-bearer was less than fully
Reaganesque.

Let’s start with what he got right. DeSantis said:
“I don’t think any of this would have happened [in
Ukraine], but for the weakness that the president
showed during his first year in office, culminating, of
course, in the disastrous withdrawal in Afghanistan.”
His critique of the reason Vladimir Putin invaded is
spot-on: After Biden’s unconditional surrender to the
Taliban in 2021, the Russian tyrant decided he could
get away with seizing Ukraine on the watch of a weak
U.S. president.

DeSantis went on: “I think it would behoove them
to identify what is the strategic objective that they’re
trying to achieve, but just saying it’s an open-ended
blank check, that is not acceptable.” DeSantis is right
that Biden has not identified a “strategic objective” in
Ukraine. The president has said that the United States
will support Ukraine for “as long as it takes.” While
that might sound resolute, things are actually taking
much longer than necessary because Biden is feck-
lessly slow-rolling military aid to Ukraine.

Biden waited more than nine months to give
Ukraine just one Patriot air-defense system, allow-
ing Putin to shell 214 schools and 683 hospitals and
clinics, by CBS News’s count, causing untold civil-
ian deaths. Kyiv had to beg for months for advanced
artillery, tanks and armored vehicles. And Biden still
refuses to give the Ukrainians the longer-range mis-
siles and F-16 fighters they need to push Russia out of
the territory it has unlawfully seized. This refusal is a
recipe not for victory but for a protracted stalemate.

It is one thing if by his blank-check statement
DeSantis means that the United States needs a clear

strategy to bring the war to a successful
conclusion. But it is something else if he
is saying that the time has come to pull the
plug on further aid, as some on the neo-
isolationist right advocate.

When asked about Biden’s surprise visit
to Kyiv, DeSantis had an un-Reaganesque
response: “While he’s over there, I think
I and many Americans are thinking to
ourselves: OK, he’s very concerned about

those borders halfway around the world. Marc
He’s not done anything to secure our own .
border here at home. We’ve had millions Thiessen

and millions of people pour in, tens of

thousands of Americans dead because of fentanyl, and
then, of course, we just suffered a national humiliation
of having China fly a spy balloon clear across the con-
tinental United States.”

DeSantis is right that Biden’s failure to secure
our southern border is a disgrace, as was his weak
response to China’s brazen incursion into U.S. air-
space. But it does not follow from Biden’s failure to
secure our border and skies that we should not sup-
port the Ukrainian people in their courageous fight
for freedom. We need a president with the focus and
energy to do both.

DeSantis declared: “These things can escalate, and
I don’t think it’s in our interests to be getting into a
proxy war with China, getting involved over things
like the borderlands or over Crimea.” Actually, the
real escalation risk comes not from helping Ukraine
defend its borders but from a failure to do so. If the
Russian invasion of Ukraine was a failure of deter-
rence, as DeSantis correctly claims, how much bigger
a deterrence failure would it be if China saw Putin
succeed in Ukraine? A Russian victory would make
it more, not less, likely that China invades Taiwan. If
we want peace in the Pacific, we need to stop Putin in
Ukraine.

Too many so-called conservatives today are emu-
lating the Democrats of Reagan’s time — embracing
defense cuts, opposing aid to freedom fighters, and
wringing their hands that standing up for liberty could
provoke our enemies and unleash World War II1. We
need a leader who will embrace the Reagan Doctrine,
restore Reagan’s policies of peace through strength,
and make clear that this new cold war will end the
way the last one did: ““We win, they lose.”

Is Ron DeSantis that leader? He’ll have another
chance to tell us on March 5 at the Reagan library.

Biden does not actually
call for five-year plans in

“equitably,” beginning with “Black,
Latino, Indigenous and Native Amer-
ican, Asian American, Native Hawai-
ian, and Pacific Islander persons and
other persons of color.”

All of this is insidious. The federal
bureaucracy is already known for its
Democratic leanings, so getting it to
embrace the latest left-wing fashion
shouldn’t be a heavy lift. Regardless,
with a nomenklatura empowered

huge swath of govern-
ment agencies.

In a push for so-called
equity so shockingly
far-reaching that, not so long ago, a
“woke” diversity officer wouldn’t
have attempted it at even the most
progressive liberal arts college,
Biden is pushing to make the federal
government a frank instrument of a
racialized radicalism.

Agency heads will have
to submit an annual “Equity
Action Plan” to a newly created

It is to be led by the assistant to the
president for domestic policy, who is
none other than controversial former
Barack Obama official Susan Rice.

Agency heads, by the way, are
ordered to “prioritize and incorporate
strategies to advance equity” into
“individual performance plans for
senior executives.”

Indoctrination within the govern-
ment will continue apace. the agency
equity teams “shall support continued
equity training and equity leadership
development for staff across all levels
of the agency’s workforce.”

There’s an amusing Orwellian rhe-
torical tic in the order’s references to
“equity for all.” At one point the edict
says that the “term ‘equity’ means the
consistent and systematic treatment
of all individuals in a fair, just, and
impartial manner.”

It then goes on to list all the spe-
cific groups who deserve to be treated

from on high to insist on this priority,
anyone who is not on board will be
intimidated into staying silent, or sim-
ply leave for another job.

Obviously, some of the depart-
ments and agencies involved are
enormously powerful, and their
workings shouldn’t be skewed by ide-
ology. Is the Department of Justice,
for instance, supposed to try to adjust
the FBI’s arrests to achieve greater
demographic balance?

These entities aren’t private col-
leges that students are voluntarily
attending, knowing that they are in
for indoctrination. They are meant
to serve the public at large. Biden is
changing, or at least distorting their
missions, and diverting some por-
tion of their resources to a goal never
authorized — or imagined — by
Congress.

This shouldn’t stand. Every
Republican running for president
should promise to tear up this ideo-
logical infrastructure root and branch
on day one.

It’s bad enough that the federal
government is a blundering behe-
moth, but if Joe Biden gets his way,
Leviathan is about to become thor-
oughly and determinedly “woke.”

Several weeks ago, our
pastor referenced the life
of Samson when he shared
this message. Samson’s

in their own eyes. (Judges
21:25)” Hundreds of years
after the life of Samson, the
apostle Paul said that even
when he wanted to do right,
his sinful nature led him far
away (Romans 7:19). Dis-
obedience to God’s guid-
ance will always take us fur-
ther from Him.

Secondly, sin
will keep you
longer than you
want to stay. The
definition of sin
is “missing the
mark,” and this
means that our
refusal to accept
God’s rulership
in our lives will
darken our spiri-
tual eyes, keeping
us blindly gropmg
for our version of
the Truth - sometimes for a
lifetime.

Finally, sin will cost you
more than you are willing
to pay. The excitement and
pleasure of following our
own path presents only the
illusion of freedom, while
we still remain in bond-
age to Satan’s domination.
Eventually, the wages of sin
takes our very soul, sepa-
rating us from God forever
(Romans 6:23).

Sin can and will never
keep its promises. Instead,
as in the life of Samson, it
seeks to destroy and sepa-
rate mankind from his Cre-
ator. Jesus has already paid
the price for sin. Don’t let it
charge you twice!

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McBride hits free

throws with 0.8 left S8
to defeat Spartans 2

Norwell escaped in dra-
matic fashion over Home-
stead Friday night on Luke
McBride’s pair of free
throws with 0.8 seconds left
for a 48-46 victory.

“(This win) It’s going to
give us a ton of confidence,”
head coach Mike McBride
said after the game. “There’s
a lot of confidence because,
you know, that’s a great bas-
ketball team, and they’re
going to compete at the 4A
sectional and potentially
regional here coming up.”

The win by the Knight’s
(20-3) over a Fort Wayne
power club came after Nor-
well’s first real speed bump
of the season. Norwell
had narrowly defeated Jay
County on the road by one
point and lost to Concordia
by 10 at home.

In those two games, a
team that specializes in
shooting from beyond the
arc, shot eight of 40 (20 per-
cent). Surprisingly enough,
the team struggled to find a
scoring rhythm, but that nar-
rative changed quickly Fri-
day night.

Despite missing five
straight shots to start the
game, the Knights got on
the board with a triple from
Luke McBride to tie it at
four. A minute later, Jake
Parker nailed a three to take
the lead.

What happened in the
last three minutes of the
first quarter was a three-
point clinic. Norwell got
four straight that started
with McBride, who hit two
in a row. Ashton Federspiel
made the third one at 1:03,
and Cohen Bailey set the
roof off with a corner triple
on the next possession.

By the end of the first
quarter, Norwell had a com-
manding 19-6 lead.

“We got off to a really
good start defensively No.
1 because we held them
down to start the game, and

then offensively, we took
good shots, and we were
able to knock their shots in,”
McBride said.

Unfortunately, the
Knights’ six threes ended up
being only six of their seven
for the night, allowing for
Homestead to slowly but
surely inch closer.

To begin the third, Luke
McBride was just three
points away from breaking
the all-time scoring record
in Norwell school history
and Wells County.

At the 7:06 mark, he tied
Darin Archbold with 1,811
points, and just under two
minutes later, the senior
drove toward the lane, went
near baseline on the other
side of the court, and nailed
a mid-range jump shot to
take the 35-year-old record.

“It means a lot,” Luke
said. “To be the top Norwell
scorer and especially with
the great players that we’ve
had here in this program
over the years. I just tried to
work on my game the best
that I could, and I was really
determined to be the best
player that I could be, and it
just means a lot.”

Norwell had an 11-point
lead when he hit the shot,
but there was still a hungry
Homestead bunch that was
ready to spoil the party.

John Parent hit a three a
minute later, followed by
another by Jake Sermer-
sheim to cut into the lead.
The Spartans held the ball
for the final shot in the third
quarter, which paid off by
a made and one by Kyron
Kaopuiki. The lead was
down to seven points head-
ing into the final period.

Homestead continued
its slow march back to get
within striking distance.
The clock read 28 seconds
remaining when Alex Gra-
ber hit his only shot in the
game, but a big one that tied
the Spartans with the AP
Class 3A Knights.

Norwell elected not to
use a timeout and let the
offense roll for a potential
game-winner. McBride,
at the top of the key, drove
past his man and went
towards the basket with four
seconds left, avoiding two
swiping hands just past the
free-throw line. By the time
he went up for a shot near
the left block, three Spartan
defenders crashed in and
prevented a made bucket,
but a foul with 0.8 remain-
ing gave the Knights a
chance to seal the game.

McBride hit the pair of
free throws under intense
pressure. Trying not to
put a damper on a record-
breaking night at home,
Senior Night, and a 13-year
drought since Norwell last
beat Homestead was on the
line.

“Luke made a really
good play,” Mike McBride
said. “He went like he was
going to take the shot, but
they kind of lifted up, so he
hesitated, and off the hesita-
tion, he was able to punch
through a seam, and as he
went up, you can see he got
hit on the arm, and that got
him to the free throw line.”

The Spartans’ final
heave down the court was
deflected by Parker, and the
Knights finished off the reg-
ular season on a high note.
With the sectional looming,
the real work begins now.

“What’s key is that
we’ve got an experienced
group of guys that can rec-
ognize ‘OK, this isn’t the
end. We’ve got more work
to do. Now the postseason
work starts,”” he said.

Norwell’s first-round
matchup at Peru High
School starts at 7:30 p.m.
Wednesday, March 1,
against Northwestern.

Homestead won the
junior varsity game 50-42.
Kaedyn Quintanilla scored
15 points to lead the Knights
and Adam McBride added

Tigers drop season finale
on the road against Cowan

WABASH — 1It’s tough
to win a game when the
other team shoots 60 per-
cent.

But that’s pretty much
what Southwood did in an
83-54 regular season-ending
win over Bluffton Friday
night.

The Knights (10-12)
were actually one bucket
away from 60 percent, fin-
ishing 36-for-61 for a white-
hot .590 percentage.

“Well, yeah,” said
Bluffton coach Karl Grau
after the game, “but that’s
because so many of their
shots were layups off our
turnovers.”

That, too, is true.

Bluffton committed 26
turnovers, most of them of
the live-ball variety, that
Southwood turned into
numMerous runouts.

The Tigers didn’t shoot
all that bad themselves, con-
necting on 22 of 46 shots
for a solid 479 — but they
didn’t shoot enough times
due to all of those turnovers.

Tucker Jenkins silenced
the crowd momentarily with
another Bluffton three.

But a rebound bucket
by Winer to end the period,
a Wilcox putback to start
the fourth quarter, and yet
another steal and layup by
Lehner made it 60-38 and
had the Knights feeling it.

“I think frustration had
a lot to do with it,” said
the elder Grau later. “We
weren’t making cuts quick
enough to get where we
needed to be, and guys were
getting frustrated and just
throwing the ball. Things
just snowballed on us, par-
ticularly in the second half.
We needed to be a little
more patient.”

Southwood placed all
five starters in double fig-
ures.

Bids may be forwarded by
registered mail addressed to the
Owner in care of the Board of Pub-
lic Works and Safety, City Hall,
128 East Market Street, Bluffton,
IN 46714 or delivered in person to
the bid opening and will be consid-
ered by the Owner at an open pub-
lic and regular scheduled Board of
Works & Safety Meeting called to
receive and open such bids, pro-
vided the same shall have been
received not later than 4:30 PM,
local prevailing time, on Tuesday,
March 14th, 2023 at the City Hall,
128 East Market Street, Bluffton, IN
46714. Bids received after the bid
opening process has begun will be
returned unopened. Bids shall be
submitted in an enclosed opaque
sealed envelope, marked “BID
PACKAGE C - COLLECTION
SYSTEM PIPE AND MANHOLE
LINING (WW PROJECT 7)”. Bids
will be evaluated, and it is the intent
that an award of contract be made
within 90 days of the bid opening.

This work involves cast-in-
place lining of approximately
26,700 linear feet of 8” sanitary
sewer, 4,300 linear feet of 10”
sanitary sewer, 500 linear feet of
12” sanitary sewer, 1,400 linear
feet of 15” sanitary sewer, 2,000
linear feet of 18” sanitary sewer,
and 4,000 linear feet of 24” sani-
tary sewer, lining of approxi-
mately 1,600 vertical feet of sani-
tary manholes, and any appli-
cable site restoration. Alternate
Bids include cast-in-place lining
of 10” to 16” diameter siphon
barrels and additional lining of
sanitary manholes.

A Pre-Bid Conference will be
held at 1:00 PM local time on Feb-
ruary 27, 2023 at the City Hall,
128 East Market Street, Bluff-
ton, Indiana 46714.

Contractors and Sub-Contrac-
tors are required to pay not less
than the Federal Wage Scale
published by the U.S. Department
of Labor. Project will be funded by
a loan through Indiana Finance
Authority and administered by the
Indiana State Revolving Fund
(SRF).

successfully completes the
terms of the contract, the
charges against her will be
dismissed.

Ordered to successfully
complete a driver improve-
ment program and pay court
costs and user’s fees.

While patrolling Wabash
Street Jan. 11, a Bluffton
police officer decided to
check on a license plate on
a 2014 Ford Fusion ahead
of her patrol car and discov-
ered that the plate actually
belonged on a 2000 Mit-
subishi Gallant.

After pulling the vehicle
over and speaking with
Slater, the officer discovered
that the only proof of insur-
ance that Slater had for the
vehicle had expired in 2021.
The officer also discovered
that Slater’s driver’s license
was indefinitely suspended
for failing to file insurance,
failing to comply and failing
to pay.

The officer then dis-
covered that Slater report-
edly had failed to change

the address on her driver’s
license.

Slater was placed into
custody and taken to the
Wells County Jail. As she
was being booked in, jail
staff allegedly found in Slat-
er’s purse a black smoking
bowl containing a burned
leafy substance with the
odor and appearance of mar-
ijuana and a bottle contain-
ing “shake,” a slang term for
crumbs of marijuana.

Note this Slater is not
Tammy Slater, the chief
executive officer of the Wells
County Foundation.

Dane Jonathon Miller,
39, New Haven, pleaded
guilty to unlawful pos-
session of a hypodermic
syringe, a Level 6 felony.

Sentenced to 547 days in
prison. The sentence is to be
served consecutively with a
547-day term for his plea of
guilty in a separate case to
possession of methamphet-
amine, a Level 6 felony.

While the aggregate term
is 1,094 days, he was cred-

ited for 376 days spent in
confinement awaiting dispo-
sition of his case.

Assessed court costs of
$185 in each of the cases.

As part of a plea agree-
ment, two counts of pos-
session of a narcotic drug,
both Level 6 felonies, were
dismissed.

A passerby became con-
cerned about the welfare
of Miller after witnessing
him walking north on Ind.

A deputy located Miller
near 400N. Miller said he
was walking home to New
Haven. The deputy agreed
to give him a ride but
explained he needed to pat
him down first.

During the pat down, the
deputy discovered a cylin-
drical object meant to hold
candy, but inside the cyl-
inder the deputy found a
small plastic bag containing
a white powdery substance
that appeared to be metham-
phetamine.

Workers dig by layers in search
for 47 missing at China mine

ALXA LEAGUE, China
(AP) — Work crews trying
to find 47 people missing
after a collapse at an open-
pit mine in northern China
have had to change their
excavation methods to avoid
causing more landslides,
state media reported Friday.

Six people have been
confirmed dead and six
injured people have been
rescued at the mine in Inner
Mongolia’s Alxa League as
of Thursday night, broad-
caster CCTV said.

With a large collapsed
area at the mine, the digging
done by backhoes and bull-
dozers can risk more col-
lapses. The crews are exca-
vating by layers and making
trapezoid-shaped descents
to carry on their search from
both sides of the mountain
in an adjustment of their res-
cue plans, the report said.

On Friday, heavy
machines were seen work-
ing on the top level of the
collapsed site, searching for
trapped vehicles and miss-
ing persons.

“It is very challenging to
conduct rescue work,” Li
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Zhongzeng, head of Alxa
League in Inner Mongolia,
told CCTV. “Rescue workers
from everywhere, including
those in neighboring regions,
are rushing to the site.”

The initial cave-in of one
of the pit’s walls occurred
at about 1 p.m. Wednesday,
burying people and mining
trucks below in tons of rocks
and sand. A brief video of
the collapse posted on the
website of the Beijing Times
showed a massive wall of
reddish dirt or sand rushing
down a slope onto mining
vehicles moving below.

A subsequent landslide
about five hours later halted
rescue efforts before they
resumed Thursday.

CCTV said 1,160 res-
cuers were currently at the
scene. They were seen using
heavy machines, shovels
and rescue dogs in their
search for miners.

Chinese President Xi
Jinping has called for an
“all-out” search-and-rescue
effort.

Wang Xiangxi, minis-
ter of emergency manage-
ment, said authorities should
investigate the disaster and
hold accountable anyone

who was responsible for it.

Authorities in the Inner
Mongolia Autonomous
Region also issued an urgent
notice asking all districts to
perform safety checks and
eliminate any hidden risks,
according to a local state
newspaper. It said every level
of the government must learn
lessons from the collapse and
start planning inspections on
open-pit mines in the region
immediately. Those who do
not comply with the request
and cause accidents will be
held accountable, it added.

On Friday, security
remained tight at a check-
point between Inner Mon-
golia and the neighboring
region of Ningxia, with
two police officers in yel-
low vests checking vehicles
that were trying to get past
what one of them called a
“restricted” area.

Some trucks were turned
away from proceeding fur-
ther, but others including
one emergency services
vehicle driving very fast
with a siren blaring and a
truck carrying rescue sup-
plies were let in. The check-
point appeared quieter com-
pared to a day ago.

not have a prescription.

When Miller was being
booked into the Wells Coun-
ty Jail, jailers reportedly dis-
covered a small container
with a pill labeled for acet-
aminophen and oxycodone,
a prescription painkiller for
which Miller reportedly did
not have a prescription.

The deputy also noted in
his report that Miller had an
abscess on his arm which
Miller claimed to the deputy
came from an infection that
developed from ‘“shooting
methamphetamine.”

Sentenced to 545 days in
prison. Credited for 114 days
spent in confinement await-
ing disposition of his case.

Ordered to pay $185 in
court costs.

As part of a plea agree-
ment, one count of posses-

sion of marijuana, a Class B
misdemeanor.

For violating probation
from an Aug. 12,2021, con-
viction for operating a motor
vehicle with an alcohol
concentration equivalency
of .08 percent or more with
a prior conviction for the
same offense, Freeman was
ordered to serve an addition-
al 545 days in prison. For
that violation he received
zero jail time credit.

Wells County Probation,
with the assistance of the
Bluffton Police Department,
searched Freeman’s Mor-
gan Street residence Dec.
21, 2022, and discovered
marijuana in a kitchen cabi-
net and a white powdery
substance on a TV stand in
Freeman’s bedroom that
was purported to be cocaine.

Feds seek to limit telehealth

prescriptions for some drugs

WASHINGTON (AP)
— The Biden adminis-
tration moved Friday to
require patients see a doc-
tor in person before getting
attention deficit disorder
medication or addictive
painkillers, toughening
access to the drugs against
the backdrop of a deepen-
ing opioid crisis.

The proposal could over-
haul the way millions of
Americans get some pre-
scriptions after three years
of relying on telehealth for
doctor’s appointments by
computer or phone during
the pandemic.

The Drug Enforcement
Administration said late
Friday it plans to reinstate
once longstanding federal
requirements for powerful
drugs that were waived once
COVID-19 hit, enabling
doctors to write millions of
prescriptions for drugs such
as OxyContin or Adder-
all without ever meeting
patients in person.

Patients will need to see
a doctor in person at least
once to get an initial pre-
scription for drugs that the
federal government says
have the the most potential
to be abused — Vicodin,
OxyContin, Adderall and
Ritalin, for example. Refills
could be prescribed over
telehealth appointments.

The agency will also

clamp down on how doc-
tors can prescribe other,
less addictive drugs to
patients they’ve never
physically met. Substances
like codeine, taken to alle-
viate pain or coughing,
Xanax, used to treat anxi-
ety, Ambien, a sleep aid,
and buprenorphine, a nar-
cotic used to treat opioid
addiction, can be prescribed
over telehealth for an initial
30-day dose. Patients would
need to see a doctor at least
once in person to get a refill.

Patients will still be able
to get common prescriptions
like antibiotics, skin creams,
birth control and insulin pre-
scribed through telehealth
visits.

The new rule seeks to
keep expanded access to
telehealth that’s important
for patients like those in
rural areas while also bal-
ancing safety, an approach
DEA Administrator Anne
Milgram referred to as
“expansion of telemedicine
with guardrails.”

The ease with each
Americans have accessed
certain medications during
the pandemic has helped
many get needed treat-
ment, but concerns have
also mounted that some
companies may take advan-
tage of the lax rules and be
overprescribing medications
to people who don’t need
them, said David Herzberg,
a historian of drugs at the
University of Buffalo.

“Both sides of this ten-

sion have really good
points,” said Herzberg.
“You don’t want barriers in
the way of getting people
prescriptions they need. But
anytime you remove those
barriers it’s also an oppor-
tunity for profit seekers to
exploit the lax rules and sell
the medicines to people who
may not need them.”

U.S. overdose deaths
hit a record in 2021, about
three-quarters of those
from opioids during a crisis
that was first spun into the
making by drug makers,
pharmacies and doctors
that pushed the drugs to
patients decades ago. But
the grim toll from synthetic
opioids like fentanyl far
outstripped deaths related
to prescription drugs that
year, according to Centers
for Disease Control Data.
Fentanyl is increasingly
appearing on the illicit
market, pressed into fake
prescription pills or mixed
into other drugs.

The proposed rules deliv-
er a major blow to a boom-
ing telehealth industry, with
tech startups launching in
recent years to treat and pre-
scribe medications for men-
tal health or attention deficit
disorders. The industry has
largely benefitted from the
reprieve on in-person visits
for drugs brought on by the
pandemic, although some
national retailers stopped
filling drug orders gener-
ated by some telehealth apps
over the last year.

Flotsam found off New York
may be from SS Savannah

NEW YORK (AP) — A
chunk of weather-beaten
flotsam that washed up on
a New York shoreline after
Tropical Storm Ian last
fall has piqued the inter-
est of experts who say it is
likely part of the SS Savan-
nah, which ran aground
and broke apart in 1821,
two years after it became
the first vessel to cross the
Atlantic Ocean partly under
steam power.

The roughly 13-foot
square piece of wreckage
was spotted in October off
Fire Island, a barrier island
that hugs Long Island’s
southern shore, and is now
in the custody of the Fire
Island Lighthouse Preser-
vation Society. It will work
with National Park Ser-
vice officials to identify the
wreckage and put it on pub-
lic display.

“It was pretty thrilling to
find it,” said Betsy DeMaria,
a museum technician at the
park service’s Fire Island
National Seashore. “We
definitely are going to have
some subject matter experts
take a look at it and help us
get a better view of what we
have here.”

It may be difficult to
identify the wreckage with
100 percent certainty, but
park service officials said
the Savannah is a top con-
tender among Fire Island’s
known shipwrecks.

Explorers have searched
for the Savannah for over
two centuries but have not
found anything they could
definitively link to the
famous ship. The newly dis-
covered wreckage, though,
“very well could be” a piece
of the historic shipwreck,
said Ira Breskin, a senior
lecturer at the State Univer-
sity of New York Maritime
College in the Bronx. “It
makes perfect sense.”

Evidence includes the
1-to-1.3-inch wooden pegs
holding the wreckage’s
planks together, consistent
with a 100-foot vessel, park

service officials said in a
news release. The Savannah
was 98 feet, 6 inches long.
Additionally, the officials
said, the wreckage’s iron
spikes suggest a ship built
around 1820. The Savannah
was built in 1818.

Breskin, author of “The
Business of Shipping,”
noted that the Savannah’s
use of steam power was so
advanced for its time that
the May 24, 1819, start of
its transatlantic voyage is
commemorated as National

Maritime Day. “It’s impor-
tant because they were try-
ing to basically show the
viability of a steam engine
to make it across the pond,”
he said.

Breskin said a nauti-
cal archaeologist should
be able to help identify the
Fire Island wreckage, which
appears likely to be from the
Savannah. “It’s plausible,
and it’s important, and it’s
living history if the scien-
tists confirm that it is what
we think it is,” he said.
