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Castleman will be sentenced as habitual offender

Jury members hear testimony on
Anthony Castleman’s pervious charges

In just nine minutes, a jury
determined that a habitual offender
enhancement was appropriate in
the sentencing of Anthony Castle-
man, 38, Markle.

Castleman was found guilty of
first-degree murder by the same
jury on Thursday evening after 30
minutes of deliberation. The case
was filed November 2023 when
the body of Castleman’s grand-
mother, Bernice “Dianna” Eubank,
was found with significant stab
wounds under a pile of debris at
her rural Markle home. The two
had been living together at the
time and Castleman was the last
person to see Eubank alive.

Castleman is scheduled for sen-
tencing at 1 p.m. on November 13
in the Huntington Circuit Court.

Throughout the trial, the state

presented 26 witnesses, many of
whom were various law enforce-
ment officials involved in the
investigation. A steady stream of
qualified professionals ultimately
refuted the defense’s claims of
“tainted evidence” and human
error cultivated into a “conspiracy
to frame” Castleman.

Castleman also maintained
his claim of innocence as he was
escorted from the courthouse, yell-
ing, “I did not do this. I did not
commit this crime. Oppression is
worse than slaughter.”

Friday’s proceeding was the
final phase in the five-day trial.
Huntington County Prosecutor
Chris Harvey said the enhance-
ment is a “tool to give to commu-
nities” to use with repeat offenders
who have not changed their behav-
ior after repeated convictions. A

habitual offender enhancement
can add up to 20 years to Castle-
man’s sentence, who already faces
between 45 years to life in prison
under the Indiana code for first-
degree murder.

Castleman’s criminal history
spans several states, counties, and
decades — information that was
withheld from jurors during the
trial due to various state and fed-
eral laws.

To obtain the enhancement, the
state was required to prove to the
jury that Castleman was previous-
ly convicted of two separate unre-
lated cases in addition to his new
conviction for murder.

The defense called two law
enforcement officials as witnesses,
both involved in obtaining or ana-
lyzing Castleman’s fingerprints.
The officers testified that the prints
associated with the charges were
indeed Castleman’s. Jurors also
received several documents out-

U.S. employers added 12K jobs as
hurricanes, strikes reduce payrolls

WASHINGTON (AP) —
America’s employers added just
12,000 jobs in October, a total that
economists say was held down
by the effects of strikes and hurri-
canes that left many workers tem-
porarily off payrolls. The report
provided a somewhat blurry view
of the job market at the end of a
presidential race that has pivoted
heavily on voters’ feelings about
the economy.

Last month’s hiring gain was
down significantly from the
223,000 jobs that were added in
September. But economists have
estimated that Hurricanes Helene
and Milton, combined with strikes
at Boeing and elsewhere, had the
effect of pushing down net job
growth by tens of thousands of
jobs in October.

Friday’s report from the Labor
Department also showed that the
unemployment rate remained at
4.1% last month. The low jobless
rate suggests that the labor mar-
ket is still fundamentally healthy,
if not as robust as it was early this
year. Combined with an inflation
rate that has tumbled from its 2022

peak to near pre-pandemic levels,
the overall economy appears to
be on solid footing on the eve of
Election Day.

The government did not esti-
mate how many jobs were likely
removed temporarily from pay-
rolls last month. But economists
have said they think the storms
and strikes caused up to 100,000
jobs to be dropped. Reflecting
the impact of the strikes, factories
shed 46,000 positions in October.

In a cautionary sign for future
hiring, though, temporary job
placement firms lost 49,000 jobs
last month. Companies often take
on temporary workers before com-
mitting to full-time employees. On
the other hand, healthcare compa-
nies added 52,000 jobs in October,
and state and local governments
tacked on 39,000.

The employment report for
October also revised down the
government’s estimate of the job
gains in August and September by
a combined 112,000, indicating
that the labor market wasn’t quite
as robust then as initially thought.

“The big one-off shocks that
struck the economy in Octo-
ber make it impossible to know

whether the job market was chang-
ing direction in the month,” Bill
Adams, chief economist at Com-
erica Bank, wrote in a commen-
tary. “But the downward revisions
to job growth through September
show it was cooling before these
shocks struck.”

Still, economists have noted
that the United States has the
strongest of the world’s most
advanced economies, one that
has proved surprisingly durable
despite the pressure of high inter-
est rates. This week, for example,
the government estimated that the
economy expanded at a healthy
2.8% annual rate last quarter, with
consumer spending helping drive
growth.

Yet as voters choose between
former President Donald Trump
and Vice President Kamala Har-
ris, large numbers of Americans
have said they are unhappy with
the state of the economy. Despite
the plummeting of inflation,
many people are exasperated by
high prices, which surged during
the recovery from the pandemic
recession and remain about 20%
higher on average than they were

Report: state’s average
teacher pay tops $60K,
but many still make less

As Republican state lawmakers
applaud a new report showing that,
for the first time, Indiana’s aver-
age annual teacher pay exceeded
$60,000, Democratic leaders con-
tinue to push for a state salary
minimum that would ensure all
educators make at least that much
from day one.

The average teacher salary
in Indiana during the last school
year was recorded at $60,557 —
up from $58,531 the year prior
— according to the 2023-24 state
teacher compensation report by
the Indiana Education Employ-
ment Relations Board (IEERB).
Before that, average annual sala-
ries were $56,609 in 2021-2022
and $ 53,991 in 2020-21.

The lowest teacher salary
reported was $40,000 — the cur-
rent state-mandated minimum.
The highest was $110,000. Teach-
er pay is ultimately set by local
school districts.

Nearly all — 98% — of Hoo-

sier school districts gave teachers
a raise last year, benefitting about
92% of educators statewide, the
report indicated.

The IEERB reported that about
32,000 full-time Hoosier teach-
ers earned above the 2023-2023
statewide average, while rough-
ly 31,300 educators still earned
below that margin. The report
cited 63,462 full-time teachers
employed during the academic
year.

Sen. Jeff Raatz, R-Richmond,
who chairs the senate education
committee, lauded the new salary
report in a weekly email to constit-
uents, as did multiple other mem-
bers of his caucus.

He additionally pointed to
a 2023 law he sponsored that
ensures at least 62% of schools’
state tuition support is used for
teacher salaries and benefits.

Raatz emphasized, too, that in
2021, Indiana lawmakers included
a provision in the previous state

budget that barred schools from

State court case mulls if
counties can strip health
insurance from officials

Are elected officials entitled to

health insurance regardless of the
number of hours they work?

That question is before the Indi-
ana Supreme Court, who heard
arguments in a Perry County case
Thursday that could have state-
wide implications for local offi-
cials.

The case began after the Perry
County commissioners discontin-
ued health insurance coverage for
certain part-time county employ-
ees in June 2023. A Perry County
councilman, Keith Huck, sued and
sought an injunction to keep his
insurance. He works about nine
hours a month, according to evi-
dence in the case.

A local judge granted Huck’s

injunction, but the Indiana Court
of Appeals disagreed. The appeal
to the Indiana Supreme court is
interlocutory, meaning it is occur-
ring while the case is ongoing.

“This court should declare that
local unit elected officials who
work less than 30 hours a week
should be part-time employees for
purposes of group health benefits,”
said attorney Maggie Smith, repre-
senting Perry County.

“Exempting all local unit
elected officials from being con-
sidered part-time employees will
have such a drastic fiscal impact
on the public’s fisc that such an
exemption should be the result of a
public policy decision of the Leg-
islature, and that has not happened
yet,” she added.

On
the domestic violence lethality sheet
from the case, Cole marked that she
believed Castleman would try to kill
her. Castleman pled guilty to strangu-

reducing the total amount
budgeted for teacher salaries,
with limited exceptions.

Republican Gov. Eric
Holcomb and other top state
GOP officials have repeat-
edly said they intend to make
teacher pay competitive with
surrounding states and get
Indiana’s average teacher
salary up to $60,000. The
same increase was recom-
mended by the governor’s
2020 Next Level Teacher
Compensation Commission.

Democratic lawmak-
ers have made numerous
unsuccessful attempts in
recent years to pass defini-
tive teacher pay boost leg-
islation. The party’s guber-
natorial candidate, Jennifer
McCormick, specifically
said in her platform that she
will fight for a minimum
base salary of $60,000 for
all Hoosier teachers, and
adjustments for veteran
teachers’ salaries “to reflect
their non-educator peers.”

An education plan
released by her GOP com-
petitor, Mike Braun, called
for raises to Hoosier teach-

She argued that state law
gives local units the right to
not offer health insurance
to part-time employees and
that’s what Perry County did
when facing a fiscal crisis.

before inflation began accelerating in early

2021.

With inflation having significantly
cooled, the Fed is set to cut its benchmark
interest rate next week for a second time and
likely again in December. The Fed’s 11 rate
hikes in 2022 and 2023 managed to help
slow inflation without tipping the economy
into a recession. A series of Fed rate cuts
should lead, over time, to lower borrowing
rates for consumers and businesses.

In the meantime, there have been signs
of a slowdown in the job market. This
week, the Labor Department reported that
employers posted 7.4 million job openings
in September.

1,149 teachers retired.

About as many teachers
are being retained. Accord-
ing to the IEERB survey
data, 55,971 teachers were
retained in 2023-24 from the
previous year. That’s com-
pared to 55,227, the year
before. There were 55,682
teachers who stayed in
classrooms in 2021-22, and
56,999 in 2020-21.

Indiana’s average teacher
salary is ranked 36th in the
United States by the Nation-
al Education Association as
of September. The state’s
average teacher starting sal-
ary is ranked 28th.

Hoosier lawmakers will
craft the state’s next two-
year budget during the
upcoming 2025 legislative
session, during which school
funding and teacher pay are
expected to be debated.

Burkart said justices
must look at a progression
of statutes from 1957 to
1990 and to a non-binding
attorney general opinion
from 1978.

“Basically, the General
Assembly giveth and only
the General Assembly can
taketh away from elected
officials if the insurance is
offered,” he said.

21st Century Scholars Program doubles
following automatic enroliment law

A record number of Hoosier students
have joined Indiana’s 21st Century Schol-
ars program, more than doubling enroll-
ment for the 2027 and 2028 cohorts, the
Indiana Commission for Higher Education
announced Thursday.

More than 90,000 students have
joined the program — a statewide grant
program that funds lower income stu-
dent attendance at two- and four-year
schools — after a 2023 law allowed
qualifying students to be automatically
enrolled.

“This legislative change has allowed
us to realize the ideals of the 21st Century
Scholars Program even more fully — the
promise that if your family is low income
but you work hard at school, you can attain
a debt-free college education and secure
a better life for yourself and your family,”
said Rep. Earl Harris, D-East Chicago, who
authored the automatic enrollment legisla-
tion.

In the 2028 cohort, more than 50,000 stu-
dents were initially enrolled, according to
CHE. Nearly 46,000 students have addition-
ally enrolled in the 2027 cohort.

State officials said enrollment ranged
from 16,000 to 19,000 students per cohort in

years prior.

The scholarship fund, created in 1990,
covers full tuition and fees at Indiana colleg-
es and universities for low-income students,
who enroll in the 8th grade. Lawmakers will
have to fund the scholarships in future bud-
gets.

Students who are income-eligible for
the National School Lunch Program are
automatically enrolled in 21st Century
Scholars. They must still meet subse-
quent requirements but can opt out at
any time.

Scholars had an 81% graduation rate in
2021, compared to 30% of their non-schol-
ar, low-income peers, CHE noted. More
than 50,000 collegiate degrees have been
earned by recipients since the program’s
inception.

“As the 2027 and 2028 program cohorts
move toward high school graduation and
college enrollment, I can’t wait to see what
these students do in their careers and in our
state,” Harris’ statement continued. “The
success of 21st Century Scholars shows us
that closing the achievement gap for low-
income and minority students is possible if
the state and state legislature are willing to
get it done. I look forward to working on
more bipartisan, commonsense education
solutions for our state.”

the funeral home handling arrangements.

If additional information and/or a photo is desired to be included, or if the deceased does not meet the

definitions of a “local” person, there is a charge.

Area funeral homes will provide details on the policy and will coordinate obituary publication.

Officials unveil scenario-based training
village at law enforcement academy

Gov. Eric Holcomb
and other state officials on
Wednesday cut the ribbon
for part of a new, $70 mil-
lion addition to the Indiana
Law Enforcement Academy.
Highlighted at the unveil-
ing was a scenario-based
training village that includes
a mock liquor store and
jail. Timothy Horty, ILEA’s
director, said small groups
of trainees are expected to
start using the new facility
“in the very near future.”
“We try to create a learn-

ing.” He emphasized, too,
that the simulated environ-
ment helps officers develop
“instinctual” responses for
real-life scenarios.

“This is realizing not just
a goal, but the mission of
the men and women who
put on the uniform every
day and invest their lives to
make sure ours are safe,”
the governor said.

In 2021, Holcomb
approved a proposal from
state lawmakers to earmark
$70 million in new funding
for ILEA. Combined with
additional federal funds,
the training academy has

received $96 million over-
all to accommodate “greatly
needed upgrades,” accord-
ing to the governor’s office.

you’re probably

not aware of the brouhaha created by
the decision of two major newspapers
— The LA Times and The Washington
Post — to not endorse any candidates
in the race for president.

The screams and hollers are com-
ing from the left, who I am sure feel
they’ve lost a voice, since the two
newspapers’ editorial-page leanings
are both generally to the left. They
are blaming the “billionaire owners” for not wanting to
alienate Donald Trump.

LA Times owner Dr. Patrick Soon-Shiong, who
made his billions in pharmaceuticals, said his decision
“not to offer a recommendation would be less divisive
in a tumultuous election year.” Three members of his
editorial board resigned and “thousands” of readers are
reported to have cancelled their subscriptions.

Washington Post owner Jeff Bezos, he of Amazon
gazillions, said he is only returning the Post to its roots.
The paper had historically not published endorsements
until the recent past. But he also cited credibility issues.
He wrote a piece to explain:

“Let me give an analogy. Voting machines must meet
two requirements. They must count the vote accurately,
and people must believe they count the vote accurately.
The second requirement is distinct from and just as
important as the first.

“Likewise with newspapers. We must be accurate,
and we must be believed to be accurate. It’s a bitter pill
to swallow, but we are failing on the second require-
ment. Most people believe the media is biased. Anyone
who doesn’t see this is paying scant attention to reality,
and those who fight reality lose. Reality is an undefeat-
ed champion. It would be easy to blame others for our
long and continuing fall in credibility (and, therefore,
decline in impact), but a victim mentality will not help.”

To the best of my knowledge, the News-Banner has
not endorsed any candidate — local, state or national —
at least in recent memory. I could be wrong of course.
In my previous life at the Decatur newspaper, Dick
Heller felt compelled to share his opinions and, as the
chief stockholder, was essentially speaking on behalf of
the newspaper as a corporation. That was his preroga-
tive. After he sold out and I was put in charge, I never
felt compelled nor was I encouraged one way or the
other by the corporate owners.

My personal feeling was — and is — that I just
didn’t think making a formal endorsement of any candi-
date was — and is —part of our role. Inform and opine,
yes. To speak for a corporation, even if I might be a
part-owner, no. It has always seemed presumptuous,
perhaps even an abuse of the newspaper’s influence, to
make a formal recommendation to our readers about
who to vote for.

As editor, I sometimes expressed my opinion about a
candidate — local, state or national — and we of course
publish individual opinions by columnists and readers
about political races. Although I’m not familiar with the
Times, The Post does a more equitable job of publish-
ing both liberal and conservative opinions than most,
including me. But for a company to take a political
stance of any kind to me is not an option. When Coca-
Cola and Disney executives took some woke stances
the past few years, reportedly at least in part to appease
some vocal employees, I thought they were way off
base not just in what stance they took, but that they took
one at all.

So what Bezos is saying is that by endorsing either
candidate, any shroud of a curtain or any shred of a
doubt about the perceived bias of a media source is
removed. Amen.

This has been the subject of Saturday essays before,
that it is not an easy thing to keep one’s personal biases
out of a narrative — the story itself or how a story is
treated in a larger or macro sense. But as [ wrote a few
weeks ago, | believe that most major mainstream news
organizations try. Recognizing understandable doubts
about the major television networks, I concluded then:
“Sorta. For the most part. That’s my story and I'm stick-
ing to it.”

And I still am, although it is being severely tested
as the presidential election winds up. Obviously that
all depends on your perspective, which also comes into
play as to whether Mr. Bezos and Dr. Soon-Shiong had
good motives or bad. Such is the world we all live in —
news nerds or not.

Know why you want to vote for a candidate

I will be the first to admit, I haven’t been Trump’s
most passionate supporter, and wouldn’t identify as
a loyalist today, but I am genuinely eager to cast my
vote for him. And as uneventful as it may seem, I went
from apathetic to enthused while sitting in traffic, star-
ing at the massive USDA building in Washington D.C.
In that moment I grasped the magnitude of our federal
government, and [ was awed that one man could dis-

rupt it so completely.

I am not dismissive of allegations, convictions,
and personality concerns towards Trump. If I were in
the situations he’s been in in life, I am confident that
I would have navigated them differently. But to get
a better perspective on the rhetoric that’s filling the
airways leading up to next week’s election, we need to
take a step back to 2015 and consider that Trump was

Elections, voting, ballots and ... lawsuits

It’s just a few days until
the election and there are
already 165 lawsuits filed
according to Bloomberg. The
Wall Street Journal reported
that the Harris campaign
has 400 lawyers drafting
legal documents to have
ready, with 10,000 lawyers
in reserve for election day
deployment.

We’ve come to that. It
seems our litigious
society prefers to
settle things in the
courtroom rather
than at the ballot
box. The Supreme
Court justices better
gird their constitutional loins for what
is no doubt headed their way.

Perhaps people are starting to
believe the frequently tossed charge
that [insert your most disliked
politician’s name here] is a threat to
democracy should that candidate win
a democratic election. Therein lies the
root of the problem.

Our republic is founded on demo-
cratic principles which are assumed
to be universally accepted. One of
these assumptions is that our fellow
citizens are fundamentally honest
and, like us, desire a fair electoral
outcome. One building block of fair-
ness is an agreement about the rules
of the game with an impartial appli-
cation of these rules.

This assumption no longer holds.
The integrity of elections is being
challenged by both parties but for
different reasons. Is the problem that
too many fraudulent ballots are being
counted or that too many eligible vot-
ers are being prevented from voting?

My monthly Socratic discussion
group took on this issue at its October
meeting. This is a group of about a
dozen thinking people who choose
a contemporary issue and distribute
in advance a written provocation and

a suggested reading list.
We are expected to come
prepared.

Even though we are
all conservatives of one
type or another, our use of
the Socratic method pre-
vents the discussion from
being a simplistic echo
chamber of conventional
wisdom. Our assertions
and assumptions are chal-
lenged by our peers in a
carefully structured and
moderated format.

We found common
ground in developing a
list of voting practices that
encourage illicit ballots.
Ballot harvesting topped the list. Bal-
lots are “harvested” when states allow
anyone to bring in anybody else’s
ballots, frequently in bulk. Twenty
states have no restrictions on who can
submit a mail-in ballot on behalf of a
voter. In these cases it is impossible
to verify a valid chain of custody,
especially when public drop boxes
are used.

Ballot harvesting must be the con-
temporary incarnation of New York
City’s 19th century Tammany Hall
or Chicago Mayor Richard Daley’s
political machine in knowing how to
get out the vote, one way or another.

We also discussed the issue of
citizenship as a qualification for vot-
ing. If one follows the news reports
on this, one might conclude it is an
open question. No, itisn’t . . . at least
according to the website usa.gov.
Citizenship is required for federal,
state and most local elections. In Indi-
ana citizenship is self-certified when
a prospective voter registers. It isn’t
checked for native-born citizens but
can be through the immigration ser-
vice for naturalized citizens.

That may be the law on the books
but how do election officials enforce
it? If there is a national database of

citizens, I am not aware of it. The
only time I can recall proving citizen-
ship was when I provided birth cer-
tificates for my children so that they
could be issued Social Security num-
bers. There is that trust factor again,
trust in the system’s inherent integrity
and in the basic honesty of citizens.
Clearly, that trust is being challenged
if all that lawyer time mentioned
above is any indication.

Most of our time was spent debat-
ing a proposal by the Indiana Policy
Review Foundation in its “Indiana
Mandate: A Return to Founding
Principles” to restrict most voting to
a single day, albeit with several modi-
fications. The day would be extended
to 9 p.m. and Indiana’s current absen-
tee ballot procedure would be main-
tained for those who are unable to
come to the polls on election day.

We did not reach consensus on this
although most were in favor of single
day voting with the accommodations
mentioned above. [ was one of the
few dissenters, convinced that a lim-
ited early voting option is a realistic
accommodation to the way we live
our lives in the 21st century. To my
way of thinking, early voting is simply
a technologically advanced method
of absentee voting without requiring
a mail-in paper ballot for those who
are capable of traveling to the polling
place but not on election day proper.

The cynic in me suggests that
early voting’s popularity is a reaction
to the weariness we all feel as cam-
paigns inundate our mailboxes and
television sets with offensive adver-
tising in those last weeks.

But come Nov. 5, you will find
me standing outside the local Bap-
tist church at 6 a.m. waiting to vote.
There is much to be valued in that
ritual.

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FBI links false voter faurd video in Georgia to ‘Russian influence actors’

WASHINGTON (AP) — A
video purportmg to depict voter
fraud in Georgia is fake and
the work of “Russian influence
actors,” U.S. intelligence officials
said Friday as they warned that
foreign efforts to undermine faith
in the integrity of next week’s
elections may persist long after
votes have been cast.

The announcement that the
video was fake represented an
effort by the FBI and other fed-
eral agencies, four days before
Tuesday’s elections, to combat
foreign disinformation by calling

it out rather than letting it spread
for days unchecked. It follows a
similar statement last week that
also attributed to Russian actors
a widely circulated video falsely
depicting mail-in ballots for Don-
ald Trump being destroyed in
Pennsylvania.

The 20-second video, which
began circulating on the social
media platform X on Thursday
afternoon, shows someone who
describes himself as a Haitian
immigrant talking about how he’s
intending to vote multiple times
in two Georgia counties for Vice
President Kamala Harris.

He flashes several purported
Georgia IDs with different names

and addresses. An Associated
Press analysis of the information
on two of the IDs confirms it does
not match any registered voters in
Gwinnett or Fulton counties, the
two counties he mentioned.

Georgia Secretary of State Brad
Raffensperger said Thursday night
that the video is “obviously fake”
and likely the product of Russian
trolls “attempting to sow discord
and chaos on the eve of the elec-
tion.”

Intelligence officials echoed that
finding Friday, saying the video
was manufactured by “Russian
influence actors” and was part of
“Moscow’s broader effort to raise
unfounded questions about the

integrity of the U.S. election and
stoke divisions among Americans.”

The intelligence community
expects Russia, in the days before
the election and weeks and months
after, “to create and release addi-
tional media content that seeks to
undermine trust in the integrity
of the election and divide Ameri-
cans,” said the joint statement
from the FBI, the Cybersecurity
and Infrastructure Security Agen-
cy and the Office of the Director
of National Intelligence.

The post that originally popu-
larized the video was no longer
available on Friday morning, but
copycat versions of the video were
still being shared widely with false

claims it showed election fraud.

The video in its style and meth-
od of dissemination is similar to
other videos created by Storm-
1516, also known as CopyCop,
a known Russian disinformation
network that has created several
fake videos this election, accord-
ing to Darren Linvill, co-director
of the Media Forensics Hub at
Clemson University, who has
researched the group.

Also Friday, the agencies attrib-
uted to Russia a separate manu-
factured video falsely accusing
“an individual associated with the
Democratic presidential ticket of
taking a bribe from a U.S. enter-
tainer.” They did not elaborate.

Musk tests money in politics with multimillion-dollar effort to back Trump

WASHINGTON (AP)
— Next week’s presidential
election isn’t just a referen-
dum on Donald Trump and
Kamala Harris. It’s also a
measure of the influence the
world’s richest man wields
over American democracy.

Elon Musk, the South
African-born tech and busi-
ness titan, has spent at least
$119 million mobilizing
Trump’s supporters to back
the Republican nominee.
His social media platform,
X, has become a firehose
of pro-Trump propaganda.
And he’s playing a starring
role in Trump-style rallies in
critical battleground states.

All the while, he’s com-
ing under growing scrutiny.
He skipped a hearing on
Thursday in a lawsuit over
his effort to dole out mil-
lions of dollars to registered
voters, a giveaway legal
experts liken to vote buying.
He’s being investigated by
the Securities and Exchange
Commission. And The
Wall Street Journal recently
reported that Musk regularly
communicates with Russian
President Vladimir Putin, a
potential national security
risk because SpaceX, his
aerospace company, holds
billions of dollars worth of
contracts with NASA and
the Department of Defense.

Musk is hardly the only
person whose megawealth
places him at the nexus of
politics, business and for-
eign policy. But few are
working so publicly for a
single candidate as Musk,
whose expansive business
ties and growing bravado
pose a vexing test of one
unelected person’s political
power. His stature is per-
haps one of the most tan-

gible consequence of the
Supreme Court’s 2010 Citi-
zens United decision, which
eliminated many limits on
political giving.

“This is definitely an
election brought to you by
Citizens United,” said Dan-
iel I. Weiner, the director of
elections and government
at the Brennan Center for
Justice, who added that the
phenomenon was bigger
that just Musk. “What this
is really about is a trans-
formation of our campaign
finance system to one in
which the wealthiest donors
are playing a central role.”

Musk did not respond
to a request for comment
made through his attorney.
Tesla, his electric car com-
pany, and X did not respond
to inquiries. SpaceX dis-
puted parts of The Journal’s
reporting in a statement and
said it continues to work in
“close partnership with the
U.S. Government.”

Musk’s recent conver-
sion to ‘Dark MAGA’

Musk’s conversion to
a self-described “Dark
MAGA” Trump warrior
is a recent one. In the past,
he donated modest sums to
both Republicans and Dem-
ocrats, including $5,000
to Hillary Clinton in 2016,
records show. He didn’t
contribute to Trump’s politi-
cal efforts until this year,
according to federal cam-
paign finance disclosures.

He was all in once he did.

Musk is now leading
America PAC, a super polit-
ical action committee that
is spearheading Trump’s
get-out-the-vote effort. As a
newcomer to politics, there
have been growing pains.

Over the summer, Amer-
ica PAC struggled to reach
its voter contact goals. Musk
brought in a new team of
political consultants, Gen-

erra Peck and Phil Cox, who
worked on Florida Gov. Ron
DeSantis ‘ losing Republi-
can presidential primary bid.

On paper, the numbers
have improved. But Repub-
lican officials, operatives
and activists say in some
critical places it’s been dif-
ficult to tell how active the
PAC’s ground effort has
been.

The PAC’s presence
is not perceptible in rural
Georgia, according to three
Republican strategists who
are closely monitoring the
ground game in the battle-
ground state. For example,
America PAC has shown
little evidence of leaving
literature behind on door-
steps, as is common when a
voter is not home, especially
in remote places, the three
people said.

There are also indicators
Musk, a tech innovator, has
been taken advantage of at
his own game. In Nevada,
three other people familiar
with America PAC’s efforts
said hired canvassers paid
tech-savvy operatives to
digitally manipulate an app
used to track their progress
— appearing to falsify their
data so they could get paid
for work that they did not
do. Canvassers are typically
paid by the number of doors
that they knock on.

There are signs the
practice wasn’t limited to
Nevada. One person warned
America PAC leadership
weeks ago that canvasing
data from multiple states
showed signs that it had
been falsified, but their con-
cerns were not acted on,
according to two people
with knowledge of the mat-
ter.

The individuals, like oth-
ers who provided details
about Musk’s political oper-
ation, insisted on anonymity

House Republicans seeking documents
regarding Biden’s ‘garbage’ comment

WASHINGTON (AP)
— Top House Republicans
called on the White House
to produce all documents
and internal communica-
tions regarding President Joe
Biden’s statement earlier this
week in which he appeared
to take a swipe at supporters
of Donald Trump.

White House press offi-
cials altered the official tran-
script of Biden’s statement,
drawing objections from fed-
eral workers who document
such remarks for posterity,
according to two government
officials and an internal email
obtained Thursday by The
Associated Press.

The lawmakers said they
question whether the deci-
sion to create “a false tran-
script and manipulate or
alter the accurate transcript”
produced for the Nation-
al Archives and Records
Administration was a viola-
tion of federal law.

Rep. James Comer, the

Republican chair of the
House Committee on Over-
sight and Accountability, and
House Republican Confer-
ence Chairwoman Elise Ste-
fanik demanded the White
House produce the records.
They’re also calling for the
White House to make avail-
able for a briefing the top
supervisor of the White
House Stenography’s Office.

“The White House can-
not simply rewrite President
Biden’s rhetoric,” Comer
and Stefanik wrote. “...We
are concerned with the lat-
est reporting of the White
House’s apparent politi-
cal decision to protect the
Biden-Harris Administra-
tion, instead of following
longstanding and proper
protocols.”

Biden created an uproar
earlier this week with his
remarks to Latino activ-
ists responding to racist
comments at a Trump rally
made by the comedian Tony
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Hinchcliffe, who referred to
the U.S. island territory of
Puerto Rico as a “floating
island of garbage.”

Biden, according to a tran-
script prepared by the official
White House stenographers,
told the Latino group on a
Tuesday evening video call,
“The only garbage I see float-
ing out there is his supporters
— his — his demonization
of Latinos is unconscionable,
and it’s un-American.”

The transcript released
by the White House press
office, however, rendered
the quote with an apostro-
phe, reading * supporter’s”
rather than “supporters,”
which aides said pointed
to Biden criticizing Hinch-
cliffe, not the millions of
Americans who are support-
ing Trump for president.

Slusher tried to hit a man
deep but was picked off for
the first time of the night,
and two plays later, the Tro-
jans found the pot of gold in
the endzone.

The next drive, Slusher
hit receiver Levi Blake on
a deep seam route on the far
right sideline for 27 yards.
Slusher then got another
three yards on a throw to
Clayton Peterson.

On third and seven from
their own 46-yard line,
Lyrik Maddox took the ball
on what was going to be a
reverse, then threw the ball
down the field for a trick
play that was picked off.
Again, it led to another Tro-
jan score.

“Physically, they were
just better than us,” Blaker
said.

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Decades-long friendship
strained by money

Dear Annie: I’ve been friends with
“Martha” for 42 years. I've always con-
sidered our friendship volatile, but I’ve
excused her behavior due to her difficult
upbringing. As we’ve grown up, not much
has changed. She gets angry over nothing
and stops speaking to me for sometimes
months at a time. As children, it was about
things like me making other friends or
taking different classes. In adulthood, it’s
been more about lifestyle differences, like
her changing religions again and again
or becoming vegan, and me not cutting
ties with people whose views or habits
she disagrees with. Despite all this, I've
always considered her family.

We are both single mothers and had
our youngest children in our 40s; mine is
14 and hers is 11. A few years ago, Mar-
tha inherited a large sum of money from
a wealthy uncle. At the time, she told me
that if the inheritance was significant, she
would share some with me because, as
she said, “We are family.” I thanked her
but told her I didn’t expect anything.

Unfortunately, we weren’t speaking
when she got the money because of one
of these temporary fallings-out, so I didn’t
know how much she received, but it was
life-changing. She bought herself a house,
multiple cars, a condo for her eldest son,
and gave her adult children large sums of
money. We both have struggled financial-
ly, so I was genuinely happy for her and
never brought up the offer she had made
to give me some of it.

Later, when we started talking again,
she told me again that I was family and
if I ever needed anything, I should ask. I
made it clear I didn’t want to ask her for
money, but she insisted she loves me, I'm
family, and it’s what she wanted me to do.

Fast forward to about a year ago, my
youngest son became self-conscious about
his crooked teeth and basically quit smil-
ing. It broke my heart. I found a com-
pany that could help with aligners but I
couldn’t get the financing. After exhaust-
ing all other options, I finally decided to
ask Martha for help. It was hard, but she’d
repeatedly told me she wanted to be there
for me and I stupidly believed her. I asked
if T could borrow $2,000 to cover the treat-

to repay her. She
agreed immedi-
ately and told me |

was overwhelmed
with gratitude, literally in tears, and told
her I would repay it, but she insisted I
didn’t need to.

Now, about a year later, she’s upset
with me over political differences. She
recently sent me a hurtful message say-
ing I was selfish and that by asking for
that money, I was willing to disrespect
her to do something for my “real family.”
I reminded her of her repeated offers and
she said she didn’t expect me to actually
ask to borrow money and certainly not
for so much if I did. She said my request
caused her to be $2,000 short of buying
another house, which seems unlikely to
me, and I believe her anger is more about
our political differences.

I’m torn. Part of me wants to sever ties,
send her the $2,000 and move on hav-
ing learned a painful lesson at the cost of
a 42-year friendship. But the other part
wants to forgive her, repay the money
and continue the friendship. I feel sad,
ashamed for asking her for help, and like I
should have known better. No matter how
hard life gets, I never ask for help, and this
is a very harsh reminder why. — Conflict-
ed

Dear Conflicted: True, meaning-
ful friendship shouldn’t feel like a roller
coaster, where kindness is offered one
minute and weaponized the next. Even
when you and Martha are on “good”
terms, it’s only a matter of time before the
other shoe drops and she becomes angry
again.

Send her the money back, if you're
financially able to, and distance yourself
Sfrom this toxicity. Just because you’ve
been friends this long doesn’t mean you’re
obligated to stay and be mistreated.
