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Being chosen as the 2025 Wells Coun-
ty Chamber of Commerce Business of 
the Year came as quite a surprise to Ja-
son and Matthew Gerber.

“My fi rst reaction was ‘Wow, they 
would choose us?’” younger brother 
Matthew says. “But I think we’ve ar-
rived at ‘yes, it’s quite an honor, but it’s 
not about the recognition. Let’s keep 
our eye on the main thing and take this 
as encouragement to keep doing what 
we’re doing.’”

“The other piece of that,” Jason 
chimes in, “ is that we have a really 
good team — a group of employees that 
work hard and care about what they do. 
It wouldn’t be possible without them.”

While the brothers have co-owned 
and operated Meyer Building since 
Jan. 1, 2020, the company has been in 
business since Bob Meyer, Sr., began 
Meyer Farm Enterprises in 1968 in a 
barn behind his home. He initially fo-
cused on farm equipment, adding what 
was then known as pole buildings as a 
dealer for a regional company. His son, 
Bob Meyer, Jr., joined the business and 
they began building their own version 
of post-frame buildings, changing the 
name to Meyer Buildings and moving 
to their present location in Craigville in 
1975. 

Jason and Matthew’s father, Gene 
Gerber, began as the company accoun-
tant in 1994 and eventually became the 
sole owner along with his wife Becky 
in 2009.

Hence the two grew up in the business 
in many respects. After graduating from 
Bluffton High School, they both attend-
ed Purdue University. Jason earned a de-
gree in civil engineering in 2007 before 
Matthew followed, earning his degree in 
construction engineering management 
in 2013. Jason worked for Engineering 
Resources in Fort Wayne for several 
years — qualifying for his professional 
engineer license — and then as a proj-
ect manager for Wiegand Construction. 
Matthew spent several years as a project 
manager for Shambaugh & Sons before 
coming home to be the operations man-
ager at Meyer in 2016.

“I thought at the time it would be tem-
porary,” Matthew notes.

Meanwhile, Jason recalls earlier op-
portunities to return to work for their 
father, “but it just didn’t feel right at the 
time. But,” he continues,” about a week 
or so before dad approached us about 

buying the company, my wife brought 
up the possibility just out the blue.”

Father Gene has remained as the com-
pany controller and mom still works 
part-time as a sales assistant and book-
keeper.

While their timing wasn’t the best, 
taking over only weeks before the im-
pact of the Covid pandemic shut things 
down in March 2020, it eventually “all 
worked out,” Matthew says.

“It was a challenging year, for sure,” 
Matthew adds. “But things really 
picked up in 2021 and then the chal-
lenges were getting supplies and the 
increasing costs.”

While the pandemic caused “some 
pivoting,” as both describe it, “there’s 
been no shortage of pivoting over the 
last fi ve years,” Matthew says. Almost 
all of that’s been intentional. After 
mentioning changes in personnel, ma-
terial vendors, operationally and “the 
philosophy of how we’re executing 
jobs,” Matthew continues, “the one big 
change is that we’ve become a general 
contractor.”

Their customers have increasingly 
asked if Meyer Building could take care 
of other aspects of the projects beyond 
just the building itself, such as the 
plumbing and excavating.

“It was a huge change for us,” Jason 
adds. “And added more challenges 
along the way of course.”

But it was also part of the pivot in 
the company’s marketing focus. Meyer 
Building has historically focused on the 
agricultural segment but particularly 
with Jason’s background, they wanted 
to expand more into the commercial 
market. The company has now con-
structed a variety of residential, com-
mercial production and offi ce buildings, 
schools, fi re stations, and churches. The 
most recent and very visible local proj-
ect is the new Truland (formerly Troxel 
Equipment) complex just northeast of 
Bluffton.

Jason emphasizes, however, that “we 
want to continue with our roots, the 
smaller residential and storage barns. 
Absolutely.”

When the brothers took over fi ve 
years ago, the company employed 
about 20 and also had about 20 people 
that formed their subcontracted crews. 
Those numbers have about doubled 
now, and it is the employees’ diversity 
that also drew the attention of John Re-

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inhard, who nominated Meyer for the 
chamber award:

“Just as Meyer Building is not a sin-
gle-focused company, neither do their 
employees fi t a single mold,” Reinhard 
wrote. “In a walk through their break 
room, one may encounter four differ-
ent languages at once, as they employ 
German-speaking neighbors, along with 
Russian-speaking Ukrainian refugees, 
Spanish-speaking Mexicans on work 
visas and English-speaking locals. They 
have also found ways to provide mean-
ingful employment to the physically 
disabled.”

Jason sees all that as part purposeful 
and part something that’s just happened.

“We need good workers, they need 
a job,” he says. There have been in-
stances when “we’ve seen a need and 
we have the ability to step in and walk 
beside them. It can be good for both of 
us.”

“I don’t want to over-spiritualize 
anything,” Matthew adds, “and I don’t 
want to make us sound amazing or any-
thing special, but what we are trying to 
offer is that this is God’s company, not 
Jason and Matthew’s. That language is 
used here a lot, probably,” he adds with 
a chuckle, “because I need to keep tell-

ing myself.”
The company’s “pivoting” will con-

tinue, the pair agree.
“We have to constantly observe and 

adapt,” Jason says. Meanwhile, “we want 
to be a partner and asset in our commu-
nity. Obviously we need to be profi table, 
but we always want to give back.” The 
brothers name a variety of local and area 
non-profi ts and ministries they support 
and encourage their employees by often 
matching gifts they make.

“But what we do is also important on 
the personal — or personnel — level,” 

Matthew adds. The company slogan is 
“The Building People.” He says that’s a 
play on words. “Yes, we build buildings 
but we’re also building up our people.”

The brothers’ philosophy is summed 
up in the vision statement — “Strategic 
and sustainable growth that increases 
our impact: For the kingdom of God; 
For our customers; For our employees; 
For our community; For the post-frame 
industry. — and their mission state-
ment: “Empowering people and lever-
aging resources to accomplish more 
tomorrow than we can today.”

PERSONAL / AGRICULTURAL / COMMERCIAL / LIFE / RETIREMENT

The Gerber family was surrounded by a number of employees and representatives from 
the Chamber at the announcement of their recognition in early December.
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He grew up on a farm in Noble County, 
graduating from East Noble High School 
in 1973. He retired in the fall of 2019 
after almost exactly 40 years as Wells 
County’s 4-H Educator in the Purdue 
Extension Service. His path from there 
to here included fi ve years at Purdue 
University and a detour to Poland. At 
the time, it did not feel like a permanent 
move.

“But here I am,” the 2025 Citizen of the 
Year says with a smile.

As far back as Roger Sherer can re-
member, he has been involved in 4-H. He 
and all four of his siblings earned their 
10-year membership pins; he showed 
beef and swine and was active in the 
community as a Junior Leader. He en-
joyed summers at Camp Limberlost as 
both a camper and a counselor.

“I had also thought maybe I might be 
an ag teacher,” he recalls. “I’d been ac-
tive in FFA. But I was also always drawn 
to extension service. They were always 
on the cutting edge of agriculture and 
youth development. I was always im-
pressed and felt I wanted to be a part of 
that.”

He picked up a second major — thus 
the fi ve years in West Lafayette — gradu-
ating in 1978 with degrees in agricultural 
education and animal science. Looking 
for a job was put on the back burner 
however, since he had been selected as 
a delegate in an International 4-H Youth 
Exchange program, joining nine other 
American students on a six-month stay in 
Poland.

As it turned out, it was during an his-
toric time.

“We were working on a government-
owned farm with students from other 
countries too,” he explains. “One day, 
the people in charge called us all in to a 
meeting. They were very excited because 
(the Catholic church) had chosen a Polish 
pope. Everything shut down. There was 
like a two or three day celebration.”

Despite the imposition of communism 

after World War II, the Catholic church 
remained a strong infl uence in Poland. 
There was a feeling at the time, Sherer 
recalls, that the communist leaders in Po-
land felt John Paul II was chosen in order 
to further anti-communist feelings there, 
Sherer shares. “We witnessed a part of 
history.”

The group returned in December and 
were wrapping up meetings at the Na-
tional 4-H Center in Washington D.C. 
when he got a message from his former 
4-H Educator in Noble County to call the 
placement offi ce at the Purdue Extension 
Service.

“‘We have some openings and want 
you to interview,’” they told me. ‘But I 
haven’t applied’” I told them, but appar-
ently that didn’t matter,” he says now 
with a chuckle.

There was an opening in Elkhart Coun-
ty which he found interesting since it was 
close to Noble County and was “a pretty 

good-sized. A good opportunity,” he re-
calls. “But they guided me towards Wells 
County and I thought ‘well, that’d be a 
good start and there will be opportunities 
to move up later.’”

The rest, as they say, is history.
Sherer interviewed shortly after New 

Years Day 1979 with local 4-H leaders in 
the extension’s courthouse offi ce, which 
currently houses the surveyor’s offi ce. “I 
think my fi rst day was Jan. 15,” he says.

At the time, the extension services 
operated out of that courthouse offi ce 
and some space on the second fl oor of 
the old quonset hut building on the 4-H 
Park grounds. Committee meetings were 
held in a variety of places where room 
could be found, such as the Farm Bureau 
Insurance offi ce. All of which eventually 
led to perhaps Sherer’s signature accom-
plishment: the completion of the Wells 
County Community Center at the 4-H 
Park in 1998.

Roger Sherer 
‘overwhelmed’ 
by community 
support and 
Chamber honor

which recognizes donors that made the building possible. This illustrates, he says, “how 
this community comes together to solve problems and make it the community that it is.”
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“It was quite a process, it took some 
time,” he refl ects today.

The idea sprung up in the wake of the 
downtown revitalization efforts in the 
mid-1990s which raised over $1 million. 
The local 4-H Association leaders met 
with the fund-raising company that had 
been hired by the revitalization commit-
tee to explore their assessment of pos-
sibilities for a new building on the 4-H 
grounds.

“They were very encouraging,” he says. 
Very long story very short: $1.2 million 
was raised to build what now hosts the 
Chamber of Commerce Annual Dinner, 
not to mention many other community 
events as well as weddings and recep-
tions.

Sherer was also instrumental in a num-
ber of improvements on the fairgrounds 
including rebuilding the historic log cab-
in that sits in the park — twice. Moved 
from a Wells County farm, it serves as a 
setting for programs throughout the sum-
mer months and during the annual 4-H 
Fair.

“He inspired community action and 
dedicated his life to the head, heart, 
hands and health of all that set foot on the 
4-H park grounds,” Kent Ulmer noted in 
his letter of support for Sherer’s nomina-
tion.

Helen Witte and Pat Wall teamed up to 
make the formal nomination of Sherer 
for the honor, highlighting those achieve-
ments along with his work with the 
Bluffton Optimist Club, the Wells Coun-
ty Leadership Academy, the Feeding 
Tomorrow’s Future Today, the Indiana 
4-H Foundation and St. Joseph’s Catholic 
Church.

Letters of support also came from Mike 
Morrissey of the Knights of Columbus, 
Jim and Betty Van Winkle of the Opti-
mist Club, Shelly Bingle of the Indiana 
4-H Foundation, Susan Girod for the 

backpack program, Angie Dial of Fam-
ily Centered Services and Tammy Slater 
from the Wells County Foundation. 
Each detailed Sherer’s continued active 
involvement and support in a number of 
efforts both before and since his offi cial 
retirement.

Sherer’s “retirement” includes main-
taining the Wells County Historical Soci-
ety’s Facebook page, the Optimist Club, 
the leadership academy, the backpack 
program, the Indiana 4-H Foundation and 
the IFYE (international youth exchange) 
Foundation, his church and the K of C, 
and three programs at Family Centered 
Services: the Teen Court, Youth As Re-
sources and the Youth Leadership Forum.

“I have slowed down,” Sherer insists. “I 
am doing the things I want to do.”

He has been able to travel much more 
with his more fl exible schedule. This past 
year included two gatherings related to 
his career.

In July he traveled to Great Falls, Mon-
tana, for the annual convention of the 
IFYE Foundation. The highlight was a 
reunion with the other members of that 
Polish exchange trip 50 years ago.

In October, it was to Boise, Idaho for 
the fi rst post-pandemic gathering of the 

National Association of Extension 4-H 
Educators, a group in which he had long 
been active. Although he did not know it 
until just two weeks before he left, he had 
been chosen for the “Outstanding Service 
to Community” national honoree.

While that honor and this parallel local 
recognition are appreciated, humbling, 
“and even a little overwhelming,” Sherer 
says, he can share an even more mean-
ingful chance encounter with a former 
student while walking across the Purdue 
University campus on the day he turned 
in his retirement papers.

“I just never felt like I had thanked 
you,” the student said.

After the initial shock of the Decem-
ber 2 surprise announcement and given 
more time to refl ect, Sherer feels like the 
Chamber award “was just that I brought 
the right people together,” he says.

He notes how he was often amazed at 
how people like Judge David Hanselman 
and Bette Erxleben would agree to take 
the time necessary make the Teen Court a 
reality or how the community came to-
gether to raise the money for the commu-
nity center and other park improvements.

“It’s not about me,” he says, “it’s about 
lots of people working together.”

Peggy Haigh only applied for a teach-
ing position at Southern Wells Elemen-
tary School because her 
husband Mike had been 
hired as band direc-
tor and teacher. But it’s 
worked out well.

“It’s truly an honor to 
teach here — it’s a great 
(school) system,” she 
said after being named 
the Educator of the Year.

“A lot of team effort 
comes into this,” she 
continued. “It’s not just 
me, I had a lot of good support with the 
administration and other teachers, par-
ents and the kids.”

After graduating from South Dearborn 
High School in southeastern Indiana, 
she earned her degree in 1986 at Ball 
State University, which is where she 
met her husband, who grew up in 
Kokomo. The two have three grown 
children, sons David and Kevin, and a 

daughter, Vanessa Kumar.
At the school assembly in early De-

cember at which the announcement was 
made, former and current students men-
tioned that their second grade teacher 

will incorporate different games for 
reading and math to keep students 
be engaged. 

“She would put us with the best 
possible people to help us learn,” 
current sixth grade student Olivia 
Hoffacker said. “She always had a 
positive attitude. If I were to choose 
my favorite teacher, Mrs. Haigh 
would be my fi rst.”

“She helps us learn,” second grad-
er Reagan Slusher said. “If you get 

hurt she helps you and she will get 
you a Band-Aid.”

Brynlee Caldwell said, “I love that 
she’s so nice and all the time she just 
smiles. Her jokes are pretty funny.”

This positivity also extends to the staff 
at Southern Wells Elementary. Teachers 
and other staff members said that they 
can come to her when they are feeling 
low, and that her personality picks them 
up and puts smiles on their faces.

“She is very positive,” literacy coach 
Kim Huffman said. “You could be hav-
ing the worst day ever and go into her 
room at the end of the day and just fall 
down on a chair and she would perk you 
up. She would encourage you and be 
willing to listen to your beefs and make 
you feel better about any situation.”

Haigh’s positivity, fairness and pen-
chant for incorporating games into her 
teaching style have put her in great 
standing with teachers, students and 
administration. Superintendent Trent 
Lehman described her as an amazing 
professional, and will remain positive 
about herself throughout any circum-
stance.

“When I’ve come into her classroom 
she is always prepared,” Lehman said. 
“The students are engaged, she’s smil-
ing, she’s kind. She is just positive about 
herself as a teacher, about education in 
general and about her kids. It’s amazing 
that she maintains that positive attitude in 
a world where it’s sometimes easy to be 
negative. She’s always smiling, engaging 
and loving to her students and always a 
professional with her coworkers.”

Chamber recognizes three county teachers
Andrew Cook
Bluffton-Harrison M.S.D.

Since joining the staff at Bluffton 
High School in the fall of 2015, Andrew 
Cook has clearly made an impact. At 
the announcement of his selection as the 
school system’s Educator of the Year in 
early December, two of his 
students spoke about their 
experience at the school.

“He changed my life,” 
said Lucas Yates. “Out 
of every teacher here, or 
even the entire district, 
(he) has an aura of pas-
sion, dedication, enjoy-
ment, introspection.

“While I see (the same 
spirit) in other teachers, he 
just has it in so many spades that it’s 
unprecedented,” he continued.

Yates and Logan Zoll, both seniors, 
plan to study cybersecurity. and give 
credit to Cook’s mentorship. They have 
also already received certifi cations in 
the fi eld, as a result of Cook’s work in 
introducing dual-credit opportunities.

“Mr. Cook is very deserving of this 

award,” said Superintendent Brad 
Yates. “We have many, many teachers 
that would fi t into the same category 
of being so deserving, but one thing 
that really steps out for Mr. Cook is his 
ability to make every moment just truly 
matter for our students. It is not a one 

swing for the fence, it’s a gradual 
progression that he works with our 
students to make sure they can be 
successful in the long term.”

Cook is in his 10th year of teach-
ing math and science at Bluffton 
High School, where he’s been 
involved with the school’s social 
committee, serves as a building-
level teacher technology specialist 
and coaches the Cyber Tigers eS-
ports team. 
He describes his journey to Bluff-

ton as an “unconventional path.” Born 
in Lousiville, Kentucky, he grew up in 
Parker, Colorado, graduating from Pon-
derosa High School in 2010. He earned 
his bachelors degree in mathematics at 
the Colorado School of Mines in 2014 
and his masters in education at Purdue 
University in 2016.

“After fi nishing my undergraduate 

degree in Colorado, I was accepted 
into a ‘Transition to Teaching’ master’s 
degree program at Purdue University,” 
he explains. As part of the program, he 
received a stipend to cover tuition and 
other expenses in return for teaching in 
a rural district in the state of Indiana for 
at least three years. He was looking for 
jobs in the spring of 2015 and stumbled 
across a math opening at Bluffton High 
School. 

“The rest is history,” he said. “I’m 
lucky I found a school with such 
supportive administration, friendly 
staff, and great culture.”

His parents, Paul and Theresa Cook 
who now live in Columbus, Ohio, were 
able to attend the announcement. He 
mentioned them and “all the teachers 
and our students here, (I) couldn’t do it 
without a village, so credit to them.”

“Mr. Cook is what I would call the 
epitome of what every teacher and 
educator should strive to be,” said BHS 
Principal Steve Baker. “He puts in the 
time. He has a heart for kids. He wants 
to make a difference in their lives. He 
has poured his whole self into his job 
— it’s not a job for him, it’s a calling.”

When Norwell Community Schools 
was in the process of establishing its 
own special education programming, 
Kylie Heckber had been 
teaching a fourth grade 
class at Lancaster Ele-
mentary School for more 
than six years. But she 
recognized a need and 
was sure she could fi ll it.

“I had special educa-
tion students in my 
general education class-
room and working with 
them was my favorite 
because it was hard,” 
she explained. “So when they fi nally 
got it, the light bulb was even brighter. 
Growth is worth celebrating, and now I 
get to be the one to celebrate with these 
babes all day every day.”

Heckber “stepped up,” as LES princi-

Butcher added that Heckber has been

“He farms on his family farm, so if 
we were going to stay together I knew 
I would need to be in Wells County, 
so I student taught in Ossian Elemen-
tary,” she explained. After earning her 
bachelors degree in elementary edu-

cation with a concentration in special 
education in 2017, she taught one year 
in the Fort Wayne Community Schools 
before accepting the open fourth grade 
position at Lancaster.

The couple are parents of two daugh-
ters, Paxton and Dayton. She credits her 
parents, Matt and Linda Bidlack, for 
supporting her desire to go into educa-
tion “since I was in fi rst grade,” she 

said.
Heckber also serves as the Lancaster 

building representative for the Norwell 
Classroom Teachers Association and 
co-leads the Social Committee which 
plans system-wide staff events.

“The staff can attest to her enthusiasm 
during the annual Graduate Senior Walk 
Day as ‘DJ Heckber,’” Butcher noted.

The Wells County Convention and 
Visitors Commission (WCCVC) has 
had a fl ourishing year and one for the 
history books as Wells County was 
the northernmost point in Indiana that 
would receive totality of the 2024 solar 
eclipse. Wells County welcomed visi-
tors from outside the state and even the 
country. Ouabache State Park, Wells 
County’s No. 1 Visitor Destination, 
successfully managed what could be 
historically the largest infl ux of visitors 
in one day. 

 WCCVC worked with L.C. Media to 
capture content of Wells County’s visi-
tor assets, which will be used in social 
media, website and print marketing. 
This was made possible by a grant from 
the Wells County Foundation.

The Commission also has partnered 
with Britton Marketing to carry out a 
12-month campaign which will provide 
a creative approach to destination-mar-
keting with an effi cient and measurable 
approach to track effectiveness. Britton 
is targeting six segments of audiences 
through event and asset marketing. The 
campaign will help provide hard data, 
analytics and benchmarking to guide 
future investments and marketing av-
enues for the Visitor Commission. 

The Visit Wells County Event Market-
ing Grant program continued through 
2024 to reach an audience outside of 
Wells County. Grant recipients included 
Bluffton Parks Department’s Chilly 
Chili Run and 50th Anniversary Parlor 
City Trot with a large majority of par-
ticipants being non-residents. The Wells 
County Historical Society’s Harry 
Lindstrand Exhibit reached record 
numbers in attendance at the museum 
by utilizing the funds on radio and print 
advertising. Multiple other grants pro-
vided included Bluffton NOW! Music 

on The Plaza Concert Series, Ossian 
Parks Department Concert Series, Wells 
County Council on Aging Senior Expo, 
Bluffton Free Street Fair, Parlor City 
Christmas, and Friends of Ouabache 
Wonderland of Lights. 

The Commission has provided the 
design and print of maps for visitors, 
residents, and visitor assets to utilize. 
The maps are a high-demand item 
requested for multiple uses such as 
relocation, new business, and tourism 
purposes. The maps include Downtown 
Bluffton to Ouabache Connection and a 
county-wide street map with a focus on 
Bluffton, Ossian and Markle. 

Merchandise with Wells County 
branding is now available at three lo-
cations: Magnolia Grace (Bluffton), 
Crimson House (Ossian), and Dash 90 
Wines (Warren) as well as the Visitor 
Center. The Commission will continue 
to provide apparel and hats that are de-
sired by both residents and visitors. 

VisitWellsCounty partnered with the 

Bluffton Parks Department to promote 
a Summer Bingo that encouraged the 
utilization of local assets such as res-
taurants, parks, pools, libraries and so 
much more. User-generated content and 
images were collected and those who 
completed the bingo cards were entered 
to win a prize package of Bluffton 
Parks and Wells County gear. 

Regional print marketing has been 
utilized throughout 2024 to attract visi-
tors to a variety of visitor attractions, 
lodgings, and events. 

The Commission will continue to 
fulfi ll the strategic plan by working on 
the following four pillars: Strengthen 
Asset Development, Market Activities 
& Attractions, Enhance Organizational 
Awareness and Data & Evaluation.

Historic year for local tourism
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Since the Ossian Revitalization Com-
mittee completed the amphitheater at 
Archbold-Wilson Park in 2022, the group, 
led by Kody Kumfer, has been focused on 
improving access to that area.

“We were able to partner 
with the Wells County Foun-
dation and the town to invest 
over $300,000 to get that 
done,” Kumfer reported. The 
construction began this past 
November and is slated to be 
completed this spring. The 
project was made possible, he 
added, by a matching grant 
from the Lilly Endowment.

The group’s annual events continued to 
grow — the chicken BBQ and pork chop 
fundraisers posted new highs. The pork 
chop dinner during Ossian Days also in-
cludes the group’s announcement of the 
annual Lance Hunter Award and the auc-
tion of Helen Witte’s pies.

“That auction brought another new re-
cord — $11,000,” Kumfer said.

Despite some rough weather, the group’s 
Hometown Christmas event has to be con-
sidered another success.

“We were able to celebrate with Santa 
lighting the tree in front of the library and 
17 craft vendors at the Ossian Method-
ist church,” Kumfer reported. “The cold 
weather created challenges with not being 
able to have the horse and carriage ride 
along with the live nativity scene, but the 
downtown business still opened up their 
doors to welcome the community.”

Those attractions will return, along with 
the outdoor Christmas Marketplace, he 
said.

Still in the works is a joint downtown 
project with the county’s Economic Devel-
opment Council. While they had hoped to 
make an announcement in 2024, “I think 
it’s defi nitely on track for this coming 
year,” Kumfer said.

———
Downtown Bluffton’s revitalization had 

two highlights in 2024 and plenty 
of plans for the new year. 

Michael Lautzenheiser, the leader 
of Bluffton NOW!, which operates 

under the umbrella of the Wells 
County Revitalization, said the 
group is particularly excited 
about the “record setting atten-
dance” at the Downtown Sum-
mer Concert Series.

“We want to build on that suc-
cess, and the Chilli Walk also 
was so well attended,” he said.

Was that growth at least partially infl u-
enced by the completion of Phase 1 of 
the Downtown Pathways project?

Three downtown alleyways, designed 
to facilitate access to the downtown area 
from nearby parking lots, were 
transformed with special paving, 
artwork and lighting. “We have 
heard very positive comments and 
responses,” Lautzenheiser said.

The group is currently in the 
fundraising mode for Phase 2, 
which will transform a fourth al-
ley between Wabash and Market streets 
east of Main Street and add some ameni-
ties to the three completed alleys.

The group “is still discussing some of 

those details,” Lautzenheiser said, 
“and we’ve also worked out an 
arrangement with the city Parks 
Department about maintenance and 
policies.”

“We continue to see the retail 
base grow in downtown Bluffton,” 
he said. He also hopes to see some 
progress on the developments at the 
corner of Marion and Washington 
Streets, where the historic GalHam 
building was destroyed by fi re.

“We’re working with the property owner 
to apply for a grant to do a feasibility 
study,” he explained. “It’s really a fi rst step 
in a process.”

Meanwhile, the Community Reinvest-
ment Program helped fund “fi ve great proj-

ects” in the downtown area, he 
said. The partnership with the 
city will continue.

On the radar for 2025 is the 
implementation of establishing 
a DORA District in the down-
town area. The designated 
outdoor refreshment area “is 

a key piece in expanding the Downtown 
Concert Series,” he said, “and will better 
involve the downtown businesses when 
these events are held.”

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The Wells County Drug Taskforce 
Committee has been working diligently 
throughout the year to implement strate-
gies focused on community awareness, 
education, and support programs for 
youth, parents, and employers. Over 20 
dedicated members meet 
monthly to brainstorm 
and execute initia-
tives that address 
substance use and 
its prevention.

During the 
recent school reg-
istration period, a 
grant from the Wells 
County Foundation 
funded the deployment of 
the Hidden in Plain Sight trailer at all 
three county schools. 

Designed to educate parents and care-
givers, the trailer replicates a teenager’s 
bedroom and highlights both positive 
infl uences (assets like music, family, or 
sports) and risk factors (items associated 
with substance use, such as vapes, alco-
hol, and marijuana).

“You’d be surprised at how everyday 
items can be transformed into hiding 
spots for paraphernalia,” said commit-
tee member Erin Prible. “Many parents 
were shocked to discover how easily 
substances can be concealed and pur-
chased online. Awareness, asking ques-

tions, and understanding these risks are 
key to saving lives.”

Expanding Training and Resources
This year, several committee members 

completed training through the Ship 
Happens program. The training equips 
participants to educate employers and 
organizations on using Narcan, an opioid 
overdose reversal medication, and em-
phasizes the importance of preparedness 
in saving lives. Free Narcan is available 
locally at the Wells County Chamber of 
Commerce and The Thrift Store in Bluff-
ton, which serve as distribution sites.

If you or someone you know needs 
help, support groups and resources are 
available within the community. Contact 

the Wells County Chamber of Com-
merce for assistance in connecting with 
these services.
