Calendar Offers Many Opportunities for Involvement

Norwell Community Schools

Bria Eversole is proud to be a “home 
grown” gal. A 2009 Norwell High 
School graduate, she was 
in marching band and 
grew up in what was then 
the Zanesville United 
Methodist Church. That 
she is teaching at the 
middle school she at-
tended and “serving the 
school and the commu-
nity that helped raise me 
is an honor,” she says.

Her selection as Nor-
well’s Educator of the 
Year came as no surprise to her col-
leagues.

“I see her at school and on an extra-
curricular basis and students love her,” 
fellow sixth grade math teacher Mck-
enzey Denney says. “If she’s not in the 
hallway they are asking for her. She’s a 
relational piece that they seek out every 
morning. Kids have come back to her 
and explained that ‘math doesn’t feel 

scary because you were my teacher.’”
“As a grade-level leader and depart-

ment head, she fosters a culture of 
teamwork and shared purpose, guiding 
her colleagues in collaborative plan-

ning, data analysis, and problem-
solving,” Norwell Middle School 
principal Andrew Enderle wrote in 
his nomination letter. “Her leader-
ship within the math department has 
been particularly impactful — she 
uses data-driven decision-making 
to identify learning gaps, refi ne 
instruction, and implement strate-
gies that improve student outcomes 
across all levels.”
“While I am honored to have been 

named educator of the year, I can’t 
pass up the opportunity to recognize the 
hard work of every single staff member 
here at NMS,” Eversole says.  “Every 
day, I am inspired by their passion, 
creativity, and dedication. Working 
alongside such talented and caring col-
leagues’ makes this journey so reward-
ing.”

After her high school graduation, 
Eversole enrolled at the University of 

Saint Francis in Fort Wayne.  
“I started out not knowing what I 

wanted to do,” she explains. “I actu-
ally had four different majors in my 
fi rst couple of years at USF.  Finally, I 
landed on teaching and fell in love with 
the profession.”

After earning her degree and quali-
fi cations in elementary education and 
special education, her “fi rst and only” 
interview was at Norwell Middle 
School. She married her high school 
sweetheart, Lee Eversole, in 2015 and 
the couple are parents to two sons, Hud-
son and Liam, who attend Lancaster 
Elementary School.

“Mrs. Eversole brings learning to life 
through creative, inclusive, and engag-
ing teaching strategies that inspire ev-
ery student to participate and succeed,” 
Enderle wrote of Eversole. “She regu-
larly incorporates differentiated games, 
hands-on math projects, and real-life 
connections that make complex con-
cepts both accessible and enjoyable.”

“I truly love working here and being 
a part of this amazing family,” Eversole 
concludes.

Isaac Collins
Southern Wells Community Schools

Southern Wells’ Educator of the Year 
had not even thought of being a teacher 
when he graduated from high school.

Isaac Collins became a technician 
in the heating and cooling business, 
commonly referred to as 
HVAC. One of his former 
teachers at Jay County 
High School however, 
changed that. Brittany 
Kloer had became the 
Area 18 vocational educa-
tion director and told Col-
lins about an opportunity 
at Southern Wells High 
school.

He was hesitant at fi rst, 
he said. He enjoyed what he 
was doing, but “I knew I wanted to try 
it,” he said. “It’s defi nitely been reward-
ing and I really like placing students in 
HVAC careers just as much as I liked 
actually being in the HVAC fi eld.”

Principal Kim Connor, who nomi-
nated Collins for the annual award, 

says that “The students have a profound 
respect for Mr. Collins. They know he 
knows what he’s talking about when it 
comes to construction and HVAC.”

Collins had worked in the fi eld for 
seven years before joining the Southern 
Wells faculty in 2021. Through his role, 
Collins has strived to introduce HVAC 

as a viable career to students while 
also providing immersive learning 
opportunities. 

“I just really love the fi eld and I 
love showing kids that it is a re-
warding career and a career that 
they can do,” he said.

In a subject where other schools 
are struggling to meet minimum 
student numbers, SWCS’ HVAC 
class has needed to cap their class 

size. Through the Area 18 coopera-
tive, students from other schools 

also have been attracted to Collins’ 
classes.

In his class, he pushes students to 
absorb real world experiences whether 
it be through building houses or by in-
stalling fully operating HVAC systems, 
Conner explained. “One of his favorite 

parts of his work is connecting those 
same students with potential future em-
ployers,” she said.

“That creates a great teacher — when 
they’re passionate about their content 
area and they’re passionate about kids,” 
Superintendent Trent Lehman said.

His willingness to take risks and his 
ability to network, Lehman continued, 
opened doors for HVAC students to do 
maintenance for the SWCS building, 
simultaneously helping the school and 
teaching the students. 

Conner added that Collins has also 
helped students get into college by tak-
ing them on visits. He also has set up 
meetings with local potential employ-
ers.

“He goes above and beyond helping 
students become successful in their fu-
ture,” she said. 

Collins has become a certifi ed Agili-
ties trainer, a dual-credit instructor 
and a career coach in his new role in 
education. Additionally, he teaches an 
8th-grade Introduction to Construction 
Trades course that results in new stu-
dents in his high school classes.

Chamber Recognizes Three County Teachers
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Alyssa Moser
Bluffton-Harrison M.S.D.

Since joining the staff at Bluffton 
Harrison Metropolitan School District 
in 2010, Alyssa Moser has had several 
titles, including instructional assistant, 
fi rst-grade teacher and assistant prin-
cipal. She is currently serv-
ing as the Literacy Coach at 
Bluffton Elementary School 
but she can also add yet an-
other moniker: Educator of 
the Year.

“Mrs. Moser has been a 
valued member of the district 
team for 15 years,” district 
superintendent Dr. Brad 
Yates said in making the an-
nouncement of her selection. 
“In each of her roles, she has 
consistently made an extraordinary im-
pact on both student achievement and 
teacher development.”

For as long as she can remember — 
and maybe even a little bit before — 
she wanted to be a teacher. 

“My kindergarten teacher even came 

up to me when I graduated and said 
(that) when I was a kindergartener, I 
told her I was going to be a teacher,” 
she said. “There was never anything 
else — it’s always been teaching. I’ve 
never wavered from that, and I’m so 
thankful because it’s truly my life’s pas-
sion and my life’s work.” 

“I know that she’s hating all 
this attention, and I love that,” 
joked kindergarten teacher Lind-
sey Fry when the announcement 
was made at the school in early 
December. “Because it (the at-
tention) is so well deserved. 
She’s the last person that would 
want this recognition, but (she) 
deserves it.” 

Now in her second year as a 
literacy coach for the district, 
Moser’s priority is fi nding ways 

to support students’ growth in the area 
of reading and writing. She also works 
alongside teachers to research and 
implement best practices in teaching, 
engage students and reach new goals. 

But in all her various capacities at the 
school, the indelible throughline has been 

her kindness and service, said elementary 
principal Schlaura Linderwell. 

“Mrs. Moser does an amazing job, but 
more importantly, she is 100% all about 
helping kids be the best that they can be 
(and) helping our teachers,” she added.

Moser grew up in Berne, the daughter 
of Matt and Beth Miller. She and her 
husband, Grant, are the parents of two 
daughters, Harper and Olivia. After 
graduating from South Adams High 
School in 2006, she earned her bach-
elors degree in elementary education 
at Ball State University, where she also 
has received her masters degree in edu-
cational leadership and supervision.

She admits not enjoying the attention 
the award brings.

“There’s nothing I hate more than 
having the spotlight on me,” she 
laughed afterward. “I’d love noth-
ing more than to support others until 
kingdom come.” She added that she 
fi nds her reward in everyday successes 
and the relationships built at BHMSD. 
Among students and teachers alike, 
“these are things that keep me going 
every morning,” Moser said. 

Alyssa Moser
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Bluffton is not Roger Thornton’s 
hometown. He’s not a native son. In 
fact, he and his wife Marge only moved 
to Bluffton in 2012 in order to be close 
to two of their three sons and most of 
their grandchildren. So why did he dive 
headfi rst into a number of community 
activities and roles? Why did he come 
to focus on parks, trails and a swim-
ming pool, making a big enough impact 
to be nominated and then selected as 
the 2026 Wells County Chamber of 
Commerce Citizen of the Year?

He will pause when you ask him that. 
It has nothing to do with whether he 
grew up here, he will tell you.

“There are two Bible verses that have 
been a core part of my life,” he says. He 
mentions John 10:10, in which Jesus 
talks about living an abundant life, and 
Matthew 25, “where Jesus tells us that 
what we do for the least of these — His 
people — we do for Him.”

Thornton then refers to a college pro-
fessor who made a profound impression 
on him. It was during his work towards 
a Doctor of Education degree at Indiana 
University, which he earned in 1976.

“His name was Dean Berkley. He had 
earned a number of awards as a speaker 
in the Toastmasters International or-
ganization. He has to be the funniest 
guy and the deepest thinker I’ve ever 
known,” he recalls.

Berkley’s students were either practic-
ing or future school superintendents. 
“One of his mantras was ‘Make sure 
you leave a community better than you 
found it,’” Thornton recalls. “That was 
a driving force for me as a school su-
perintendent. Particularly for the fami-
lies who were very dependent on what 
the community could offer them. The 
school is a major part of that. But you 
don’t just forget that when you retire.”

———

Like many of his generation, Thorn-
ton grew up on a farm. The lessons he 
learned were typical for that situation 
— specifi cally the daily chores and re-
sponsibilities, which included milking 
the cows each morning. That particular 
chore prevented him from playing on 
his high school’s basketball team. There 
is a certain amount of wistful regret in 
sharing that detail.

Graduating from Lapaz High School 
in 1962 and dealing with a perceived 
call to ministry, he enrolled in Bethel 
College to study Biblical literature and 
history. He married his high school 
sweetheart — a side story worth asking 
about sometime — and began serving 
as a youth pastor before graduating 
in 1967. He took a full time job as an 
elementary teacher in nearby Lakeville 
while still serving as a part time youth 
and associate pastor at his church, and 
then pursued a masters degree at St. 
Francis in Fort Wayne in guidance and 
counseling as he determined that his 
calling was in education rather than 
pastoring.

Thornton’s career in education took 
him to posts in South Bend, Rochester, 
and then as a superintendent in Churu-

busco, Syracuse, and Kokomo before 
accepting the post as the executive 
director of the Indiana Association of 
Public School Superintendents. It was 
in this capacity, during which he dealt 
with the Indiana Legislature, its leaders, 
the governor’s offi ce and the superin-
tendent of public instruction, he found 
both challenging and rewarding. As he 
left that post in 2004, then-Gov. Joe 
Kernan awarded him a Sagamore of the 
Wabash.

“We had worked pretty hard together, 
along with then-superintendent of pub-
lic instruction Sue Ellen Reed, to estab-
lish full-day Kindergarten,” Thornton 
shares. “I had always seen this as 
particularly helpful for low-income 
families.”

It was also during this period that 
he found time to serve as an adjunct 
graduate instructor at Indiana-Purdue 
Fort Wayne, IU-Kokomo, Ball State 
University and IUPUI, teaching classes 
primarily about public school fi nancing. 
He has also served terms on the boards 
of Churubusco State Bank and Teachers 
Federal Credit Union.

After serving a four-year term as su-
perintendent of one of Illinois’ largest

Past Citizen of the Year Honorees:

A lasting legacy
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school districts in suburban Chicago, 
the Thorntons returned to Indiana in 
retirement in 2008. That initially meant 
a stint as an educational consultant with 
two different fi rms before moving to 
Bluffton.

———
“So you were named Citizen of the 

Year for asking people for money?” a 
friend asked Thornton in the wake of 
the announcement in early December. 
He chuckles about that. “Well, I guess 
so,” he replied.

There are several who say it’s a bit 
more than that.

“Roger has devoted his time, talents 
and heart to Wells County, leaving a 
lasting impact that will be felt for gen-
erations,” wrote Brandy Fiechter in her 
nomination letter. There were letters of 
support from former Bluffton Mayor 
John Whicker, current Mayor Scott 
Mentzer, Trout Moser, Mark Miller and 
Olivia Reynolds.

The letters detail his initial vision of a 
park and baseball complex on the 17.5-
acre former site of Lancaster School on 
Bluffton’s north edge. “But community 
interest leaned toward an alternative 
plan,” wrote Whicker, “but rather than 
stepping back, he embraced the new 
vision,” was instrumental in getting the 
land transferred from Norwell schools 
to the city, “and lead efforts to secure 
funding and engage donors.” That work 
included extending the Interurban Trail 
to the park. Fiechter wrote about “his 
persistence and ability to unite people 
to move the trail forward in meaningful 
ways.”

Thornton had decided to run for city 
council, feeling he could have more 
impact not just for Lancaster Park but 
in other areas as well. Elected to repre-
sent District 1, he served on the Board 
of Works and chaired a Public Safety 
Task Force. Mentzer ran with and then 
served on the council with Thornton.

“He brought a perspective that none 
of the other council members had, 
including myself,” Mentzer wrote. 
“While there were times of disagree-
ment, I grew to respect his opinions and 
insight. His questions made me a better 
councilman, they caused me to conduct 
more due diligence. We made better and 
more informed decisions.”

Perhaps, the letters suggest, Thorn-
ton’s most lasting impact will be in his 
role regarding the new Bluffton Aquatic 
Center, now under construction in large 
part due to his efforts.

“City offi cials turned to Roger once 

again to help raise funds,” Whicker 
wrote. Fiechter challenged him to raise 
$1 million in private donations. Thorn-
ton assembled a fundraising team — 
Chip Mann, Blake Fiechter, Josh Hunt 
and Miller — that surpassed that, raised 
their goal to $2 million and then sur-
passed that.

“It was his leadership and vision that 
made it successful,” Miller wrote. “He 
was relentless and unapologetic in ask-
ing for fi nancial support from any and 
all possible sources.”

“The generosity was amazing,” 
Thornton says today. “The people of 

Wells County are a treasure. So many 
who have experienced life’s blessings 
stepped up and said, ‘it’s time to share.’ 
Lancaster Park and the new pool will 
serve as a lasting legacy of this commu-
nity’s generosity.”

Perhaps the most important part of 
the pool’s purpose and role dates to the 
original community pool built more 
than 50 years ago, he continues.

“The people who built that pool and 
contributed to that pool made it clear 
that it must be ‘open to all at a charge 
that all can afford,’” he shares. “We 
must remember that going forward. It’s 
very important.

“It’s also important to say that this 
award is very nice,” he continues, “but 
it really goes to all those who donated.”

“His commitment refl ects the best of 
community service,” Fiechter conclud-
ed her letter. “He is a man of his word.” 

Whicker concluded his letter describ-
ing Thornton with the words “vision, 
persistence and hands-on leadership.” 
Mentzer, who admitted that Thornton’s 
“drive, that is literally unmatched … 
sometimes got the better of me. How-
ever,” he concluded. “this energy is al-
ways pure of heart and it always has the 
best interests of the community.”

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When American Axle and Manufac-
turing purchased Metaldyne in 2017, 
the Bluffton Manufacturing Facility 
was apparently not a good place to 
work.

“Essentially, we experienced a whole 
new group of employees every year,” 
current plant manager Dean Vendal 
related. “There was the core group, 
mostly leaders and managers, but there 
was constant turnover in the production 
area.”

The offi cial statistic shared was an an-
nual turnover rate of 90%. Today, they 
experience about 1% per month. Both 
how that happened and the result of the 
company’s new culture are a large part 
of why AAM was named as the 2026 
Wells County Chamber of Commerce 
Business of the Year.

“People are our biggest and most 
important asset,” Vendal said. “All the 
other things will take care of them-
selves if you focus on your employees 
as people. If you take care of your peo-
ple and invest in them, they will invest 
in you.”

The transformation took some time, of 
course. It included more than $1 million 
of investment in the facility, none of 
which was related to machinery.

“When I fi rst walked in here, the mist 
in the production area (a result of the 
manufacturing process) was so thick 
you could barely see from one end of 
the building to the other,” Vendal re-
called. “We updated the restrooms, the 
break room, and of course the mist col-
lectors have made a huge difference.”

Meanwhile, a strategy was imple-
mented in which employee focus 
groups were created, surveys and pur-
poseful interviews were 
completed.

“Transparency, collabo-
ration and communica-
tion,” Vendal continued. 
“We were focused on 
creating a culture. We had 
no systems in place and 
we needed to launch some 
new product lines.”

“It took a while for 
people to buy into it,” hu-
man resources manager 
Stephanie Penrod said. 
Today, she feels there is a new pride 
instilled in the plant. “Pride in AAM, 
in our customers, our products and our 

community,” she said. “And you know, 
you hear the term ‘family atmosphere,’ 
it can be a cliche, but it really is a core 
part of our identity.”

The company’s administrative offi ce 
area was heavily decorated for Christ-

mas in mid-December. 
“This is from our 
‘Evening with Santa’ 
just the other night,” 
she told a visitor. “We 
opened it up to the 
community in addition 
to our employees and 
their families. It was a 
fun time.”

With the stabilization 
of the production work-
force, production effi -
ciency and quality have 

greatly improved. Vendal said that in 
2017, the plant had 140 of what are la-
beled “certifi ed critical quality issues.”

“We’ve had two this year,” he shared.
The plant was also awarded the Ford 

Motor Company Q1 Preferred Quality 
Status award this year.

“Ford is our biggest customer,” Ven-
dal continued. The Bluffton Metal 
Forming facility makes transmission 
components for Ford, in addition to 
shock stabilizers for Harley-Davidson 
motorcycles and brake components for 
a number of Toyota vehicles.

“Every Ford car, SUV and heavy duty 
truck from 2019 on has components 
made in Bluffton,” he said.

The new culture is an ongoing pro-
cess. Every workday begins with a 
meeting of about two dozen salaried 
employees in a special area on the pro-
duction fl oor, where daily metrics are 
reviewed, along with challenges and 
problems that need solved.

“We focus on safety fi rst, then qual-
ity,” Penrod explained. “Then we look

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at production effi ciencies.”
Currently, AAM employs “just over 

300 people,” Vendal said, working on 
three shifts.

The company was nominated for the 
award by Olivia Kumfer of Leaders 
Staffi ng who works with the Bluffton 
plant’s leadership team.

“Their team has been cultivating 
change in the Wells County commu-
nity,” she noted in her nomination let-
ter. “It has been beautiful to see efforts 
unfold to be an inclusive organization 
internally with their staff and externally 
within the Bluffton community.”

While Vendal and his leadership team 
focused on changing the culture inside 
the plant, “we also wanted to strengthen 
the community,” he explained. Not 
only were employees encouraged to get 
involved and volunteer their time, “but 
they also brought us ideas and projects 
to take on.”

For example, AAM became a support-
er of the Knights 14u travel baseball 
team, have provided school supplies for 
the Wells County Boys & Girls Club 
and have organized several drives for 
the Wells County Food Bank this past 
year.

“For the past three years, AAM has 
been a loyal supporter of our local 
youth baseball team,” Morgan Meri-
wether wrote in a letter of support on 

behalf of the baseball team. “They’ve 
made it possible for young athletes to 
participate and grow — both on and off 
the fi eld. This act of generosity refl ects 
their commitment to our community 
and their belief in support for the next 
generation.”

AAM is also part of the Adams Wells 
Manufacturing Alliance, which pro-
motes technical and manufacturing 
skilled career opportunities locally, sup-
ports Bluffton NOW!, works with the 
backpack program, Junior Achievement 
and also supports the Karing for Kids 
Blessing Tree as well as the Elks Club’s 
annual golf outing that raises money for 
several community projects. The com-
pany regularly hosts Red Cross blood 
drives.

“Many of these projects were brought 
to us by our employees,” Vendal noted. 
“Where our associates are involved, we 
get involved.

“This award truly recognizes the spirit 
of AAM and, more specifi cally, this 
facility and everyone who works here,” 
he concluded.

“They are a wonderful example of 
how businesses can change their com-
munities,” Kumfer concluded her nomi-
nation letter.

For the second consecutive year, the 
Wells County Chamber of Commerce 
was honored with the Excellence in 
Innovation Award by the Indiana Cham-
ber Executives Association (ICEA). 

The Gold Member Video Recognition, 
launched in early 2024, has quickly 
become one of the Chamber’s most 
engaging and talked-about initiatives. 
The concept is simple yet powerful: the 
Chamber’s Executive Director visits 
Gold-level members’ businesses — 
donning a sparkly gold sequin jacket 
— and fi lms lighthearted, high-energy 
videos that showcase each business 
in a fun and approachable way. These 
videos are then shared on social media, 
tagging the featured businesses to maxi-
mize exposure and interaction.

“We fi nd engagement to promote 
business can be creative, meaningful, 
and even a little fun,” said Erin Prible, 
Executive Director of the Wells County 
Chamber. “These videos give our mem-
bers a chance to shine—literally—and 
allow the community to connect with 
the people behind the business in a 

memorable, meaningful way.”
Since the program’s launch:
• Social media reach has soared from 

1,200 to over 152,000, an 82% increase.
• Content views have jumped to 1.4 

million, with content interactions rising 
from just 36 to over 29,000.

• Website visits have climbed from 
138 to nearly 59,000, a 94% increase.

More than just numbers, the feedback 
from members and the community has 
been overwhelmingly positive. Resi-
dents regularly comment on the videos, 
businesses are seeing more traffi c and 
recognition, and Chamber membership 
has grown to represent 70% of the local 
business community.

“The Gold Member Video Recogni-
tion program demonstrates how cre-
ativity and relationship-building can 
transform how we support and promote 
local businesses,” Prible added. “We are 
thrilled to receive this recognition from 
ICEA and even more excited about 
what’s ahead.”

This award not only refl ects the 
Chamber’s innovation but also rein-

forces its role as a trusted advocate and 
partner for local businesses in Wells 
County.

It was a year full of learning for the 
Wells County Convention and Visitors 
Commission in 2025 as they continued 
the yearlong campaigning efforts with 
Britton Marketing through September.  
Now in its fourth year, the Commis-
sion’s campaign helped to pinpoint 
audiences that are receptive and seeking 
a destination like Wells County. Three 
separate campaigns were advertised in 
separate quarters of the year with vary-
ing creative sets, utilizing primarily 
visual and video media. The campaign 
results help to set a framework and a 
starting benchmark for the commission 
to work from as marketing plans are set 
for 2026. Paid marketing campaigns are 
a signifi cant step toward strengthening 
tourism infrastructure and measuring 
impact more effectively.

Throughout the year the Commission 
provided Visitor Guides and County 
Map Brochures to visitors throughout 
Wells County.

Continuous member-
ship with the Indiana 
Tourism Association 
(ITA) has provided 
opportunities for net-
working and marketing Wells County 
throughout the state. The annual ITA 
conference was held in Fort Wayne 

in March 2025 for networking with 
destination marketing organizations 
throughout the state along with a va-

riety of vendors that supplied 
resources and breakout sessions. 
The commission continued to 
engage in roundtables, educa-
tional sessions, and public-rela-
tions opportunities throughout 
the year provided by the ITA 
and their partners.

Funding was provided to 
market Wells County events 
throughout the year on Meta 
(Facebook and Instagram so-
cial media platforms) to the 

following organizations: Bluffton Parks 
Department; Ossian Concert Series; 
Markle Summer Sounds; Wells County 
4H Fair; Wells County Trails; Wells 

County Creative Arts Council; and 
Bluffton NOW! Music on The Plaza. 

The commission is welcoming a full 
calendar of events coming in 2026 
along with a new event, Iris Day, a 
nod to our cultural heritage of the iris 
farms in Bluffton. While plans are still 
in early stages, it is hoped to launch in 
May 2026. 

We look forward to the unveiling and 
use of the new Wells Community Pool, 
an exciting new venue for both resi-
dents and visitors to Wells County. 

A 2026 goal for the commission is to 
further pursue “Wayfi nding” signage to 
welcome visitors to our county and to 
help them fi nd our visitor assets, thus 
making for an improved visitor experi-
ence.

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As the Bluffton NOW! group of com-
munity volunteers enters 2026, they can 
check off a number of accomplishments. 
Meanwhile, they continue 
to look to the future in 
their devotion to the revi-
talization and long-term 
growth of Buffton’s down-
town.

While three of the tar-
geted alleyways in the 
Downtown Pathways Proj-
ect have been completed, 
fundraising to convert the 
two remaining alleyways 
into pedestrian-friendly areas that will 
enhance access to and the experience of 
downtown Bluffton continues.

“We hope to get at least one of the 
two into a construction mode this year,” 
shared the group’s leader, Mike Lautzen-
heiser.

Another long-term goal — getting  a 
DORA District established in the down-
town area — was implemented in time 
for the last of the four summer downtown 
concerts in 2025. The Designated Out-
door Refreshment Area was seen as a key 
component of enhancing the concerts and 
other downtown events. Lautzenheiser 
said the group witnessed the positive 
impact during that concert, during Street 
Fair and the Chili Walk.

Additionally, two more projects utiliz-
ing the Community Reinvestment Pro-
gram were completed.

“Our main focus this year will be work-
ing with the city on a new Wells County 

Master Plan,” he 
continued. “This 
will formulate the 
vision principles 
in a 5-to-10 year 
plan for down-
town.”

The group’s 
focus will remain 

centered on gaining new retail, service-
oriented and food businesses in the down-
town area, noting the addition of a new 
“destination business” of The Bourbon 
MD that opened on West Market Street in 
2025.

“One of our goals is a concept of ‘100% 
downtown occupancy’ and what it will 
take to achieve that,” he said.

Bluffton NOW! will continue to orga-
nize and host the four concerts on the 
stage at the Courthouse Plaza as well as 
the other programs such as the Parlor City 
Christmas, Chili Walk and the Brrfest, 
which, Lautzenheiser added, “will be 
downtown this year.”

“We want to maximize those peak sum-
mer months as well as establish more 

‘off-season’ events to help make the 
downtown area fulfi ll its role as the ‘city 
center,’” he concluded.

———
Since the Ossian Revitalization Com-

mittee completed the amphitheater at 
Archold-Wilson Park in 2022, 
the group, led by Kody Kumfer, 
has been focused on improving 
access to that area.

“We fi nally got that fi nished,” 
he reported in December. The 
project construction began in late 
2024 and was completed in time 
for July 4th festivities.

“That wouldn’t have happened 
without a great partnership with 
the Wells County Foundation and the 
Town of Ossian,” he noted. “It’s really 
made a difference in how the park can be 
utilized.”

The group’s annual events continue to 
be popular attractions. Ossian’s Home-
town Christmas in early December  high-
lights the town’s retail businesses in ad-
dition to other activities. It also featured 
a horse-drawn carriage providing rides 
throughout the downtown area.

The chicken BBQ in May and the pork-
chop dinner in September during Ossian 

Days are important fund raisers for the 
group in addition to being great opportu-
nities for the community to socialize and 
connect.

Helen Witte’s annual pie auction set yet 
another record, raising $11,900 for revi-

talization efforts.
“It seems like a it’s new record 

every year,” Kumfer said, “which 
is great.” Witte has been baking her 
pies for the community event now 
for 17 years, raising a total of more 
than $80,000.

Looking forward to 2026, Kumfer 
said the joint downtown project 
with the county’s Economic Devel-
opment Council is nearing fruition.

“It’s been a process,” he acknowledged, 
“but we hope to have an announcement as 
early as January.”

The group is also looking for new mem-
bers.

“Frankly, we’re starting to age out and 
would be excited to welcome some new 
blood,” he said. “We’re focused on creat-
ing opportunities for the people of Os-
sian to enjoy their community and we’re 
always looking for ways to encourage 
new businesses and groups with the same 
thing in mind.”

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Since its launch in 2023, the Wells 
County Drug Taskforce Committee 
has made signifi cant strides in rais-
ing awareness, expanding education, 
and building community-wide support 
around substance use prevention. What 
began as a grassroots effort has quickly 
grown into a collaborative network of 
more than 40 dedicated community 
members who meet monthly to develop 
and implement impactful programs for 
youth, families, and employers.

The Taskforce has introduced a vari-
ety of initiatives designed to promote 
education, resilience, and early inter-
vention. Programs brought directly into 
schools have provided inspiration and 
awareness for students, while the Hid-
den in Plain Sight trailer—featured at 
school registrations and community 
events—has helped parents and care-
givers better understand signs of poten-
tial substance misuse.

Momentum continues to build, thanks 
in part to highly visible events like 
Recovery on the River, held this past 
August. Committee members, several 
of whom are trained in the administra-
tion of Narcan, also conduct on-site 
education for employers, organizations, 
and community groups—equipping 
them with lifesaving knowledge and 
resources.

Following the overwhelming success 
of last year’s event, Recovery on the 
River will return on August 23, 2026, 
at Kehoe Park. The community is in-
vited to participate in a 5K run, enjoy 
live music, hear powerful testimonials 
and speakers, and connect with resource 
booths and food trucks. This free, 
family-friendly event celebrates hope, 
healing, and the power of community 

support in recovery.
Free Narcan is available locally at the 

Wells County Chamber of Commerce 
and The Thrift Store in Bluffton, both 
serving as distribution sites committed 
to saving lives.
